THIS CONTRACT is made and effective as of this 1st day of July, 2020 (the “Effective Date”), by
and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, 3 municipal corporation existing under the Constitution and
the laws of the State of Florida (“City”), and AT&T CORP., a New York corporation authorized to transact
business in the State of Florida, with its principal offices at One AT&T Way, Bedminster, NJ 07921-0752
(“Contractor”).

WHEREAS, City (as the “Buyer”) issued a Request for Bids No. SC-0291-20 for Leased Let Fiber
Services, as amended by Addendum No. One (1) dated October 25 2019, Addendum No. Two (2) dated
October 31, 2019 (“Addendum No. 2“), Addendum No. Three (3) dated November 5, 2019 (" Addendum
No. 3“), and Addendum No. Four (4) dated November 12, 2019 (the “RFB”} for certain services described
in the RFB (the “Services”);

WHEREAS, based on Contractor's bid received in response to the RFB submitted by Contractor
dated November 13, 2019 (the “Response”), General Government Awards Committee and Mayor
approved the City’s award of this Contract on January 23, 2020;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants contained below,
the parties agree as follows:

L Recitals. The recitals set forth above are true and correct and are incorporated in this
Contract by reference.

2, Performance of Services. Contractor shall provide the Services as specified in this
Contract.

3. Compensation. City will pay Contractor for the Services in accordance with the pricing
set forth in the AT&T Switched Ethernet Service (Intrastate) Pricing Schedule attached to this Contract as
Exhibit A {the “Intrastate Pricing Schedule”) and the AT&T Switched Ethernet Service (with Network on
Demand) Pricing Schedule attached to this Contract as Exhibit B (the “NOD Pricing Schedule”) (the
Intrastate Pricing Schedule and the NOD Prici g Schedule are collectively referred to herein as the “Pricing
Schedules” and individually as a “Pricing Schedule”). Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
contained in the Response or in any agreement or document related to the provision of the Services by
Contractor, (a) the information and pricing submitted with the Response will not be subject to change for
the initial three year period but may decrease pursuant to AT&T's Response during the optional two
additional two year terms; and (b) Contractor shall not have the right to pass along any additional cost
incurred by Contractor in providing the Services other than additional charges, surcharges, and fees
imposed on Contractor or permitted by state or federal regulations or laws enacted after the Effective Date.

4. Maximum_Indebtedness. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, City's
maximum indebtedness for all products and services under this Contract shall be a fixed monetary amount
not-to-exceed TWO MILLION NINE HUNDRED TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS
($2,925,000.00).

5. Appropriation. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in the Response or
in any agreement or document related to the provision of the Services by Contractor, City’s obligations
under this Contract are contingent upon the availability of lawfully appropriated funds for the Services
and this Contract. In the event sufficient funds are not available, City may terminate this Contract, and all
related agreements referenced herein, immediately and without penalty or expense; provided however
that City agrees to pay for all Services performed by Contractor prior to Contractor's receipt of notice of
termination for non-appropriation. All statements of Contractor in the Response, or referenced in the
Response, and in any agreement or other document provided to the City by Contractor relating to
appropriation of funds are hereby stricken and of no force or effect.

6. Term. The term of this Contract shall commence on the Effective Date and shall continue
through June 30, 2023, unless sooner terminated by either party in accordance with the terms of this
Contract. City shall have the option, in its sole discretion, to renew this Contract for three additional terms
of up to two years each. This provision shall replace in its entirety the Pricing Schedule Term Extension
Option contained in Section 2 of each Pricing Schedule.

7. Confidential Information. Any and all confidentiality obligations of the City under this
Contract shall be subject to the provisions of Article 1, Section 24, Florida Constitution, and Section 119.011,
Florida Statutes.

8. Sovereign Immunity. Nothing in this Contract or in any other agreement or document
executed in connection herewith shall be construed as a waiver or limitation of City’s rights accorded by
the Florida Constitution as codified in Section 768.28, Florida Statutes.

9. Credit Terms. Section 4.6 of the Master Agreement (AT&T MA Reference No. 155910UA,
UA VER 11 11/16/2012) attached to this Contract as Exhibit C (the “Master Agreement”) is stricken in its
cntirety. City and Contractor agree that at no time shall Purchased Equipment or Vendor Software be
acquired under this Contract.

10. Termination Charges. The first sentence of Section 8.4(c) of the Master Agreement shall
be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following sentence: “If Customer or AT&T terminates a
Service or Service Component after Cutover other than as set forth in Section 8.4(a), Customer will pay
applicable termination charges equal to 50% of any unpaid recurring charges for the terminated Service or
Service Component attributable to the unexpired portion of an applicable Minimum Payment Period.”

UTILIZING STATE OF FLORIDA CONTRACT
FOR MOBILE COMMUNICATION SERVICES
WITH CELLCO PARTNERSHIP d/b/a VERIZON WIRELESS

THIS AGREEMENT, is dated as of the 3 |* day of March, 2022, by and between the City
of Jacksonville, a consolidated political subdivision and municipal corporation existing under the
laws of the State of Florida (“City”), and Cellco Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless., a Delaware
corporation (“Company”), for the purchase of mobile communication services (the “Services™).

WHEREAS, as of August 24, 2021, the Florida Department of Management Services
entered into Contract No. DMS-19/20-006C for the purchase of mobile communication services
(the “State Contract”); and

WHEREAS, the State Contract (i) is in full force and effect, (ii) was competitively
procured and awarded according to applicable law, and (iii) is broad enough to include the
Services;

WHEREAS, the City’s Procurement Code allows City to use the State Contract and the
City’s General Government Awards Committee and Mayor approved the use of the State Contract
on March 31, 2022; and

WHEREAS, it is in the parties’ best interest to use the State Contract for the Services and
to edd those provisions City is required to use by City’s Ordinance Code (the “Ordinance Code™)

or policy.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and of the mutual covenants
herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

1. Imcorporation of Recitals. The above recitals are true and are incorporated herein.

2. Engagement of Company. City hereby engages Company and Company hereby
accepts said engagement for the purpose of providing to City the Services according to the
provisions of this Agreement and the State Contract which is incorporated herein by reference.
Any conflict between the provisions of this Agreement and those in the State Contract shall be
resolved in favor of the State Contract, but only to the extent of any conflict.

3. Coordination with City. City shall designate a Project Coordinator who will
coordinate with Company on behalf of City and administer this Agreement according to the terms
and conditions contained herein. It shall be the responsibility of Company to coordinate all
activities related to the Services with the designated Project Coordinator.

4. Payments for Services. City will compensate Compeny for the Services in
accordance with the terms of the State Contract and a purchase order(s) issued and used by the
City of Jacksonville Procurement Division; provided, however, invoices shall be sent to the
authorized City representative as specified in said purchase order or other subsequent written
instrument signed by the City’s Project Coordinator. Preprinted terms and conditions contained
in such purchase order shall have no legal force and effect to the extent that such terms and
conditions are inconsistent with, or add additional conditions or obligations to, the payment
provisions contained in the State Contract.

5. Term of Agreement. This Agreement shall begin on March 31, 2022 and continue
untit December 31, 2026, unless sooner terminated as provided in the State Contract.

6. Pricing Available to Other Entities. During the term of this Agreement, the
Services provided hereunder shall be available to all using agencies and other political
subdivisions, boards, agencies, or authorities existing in Duval County that may desire to purchase
the Services at the contract price and during the period of time provided herein.

7. Maximum Indebtedness. The maximum indebtedness of City under this
Agreement shall not exceed the sum of NINE MILLION SEVEN HUNDRED TWENTY-
SEVEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($9,727,000.00) (the “Maximum Indebtedness”). Company
may continue billing for the Services after the Maximum Indebtedness is met. If Maximum
Indebtedness is increased, City shall pay Company for the Services provided to the City prior to
such increase in accordance with the terms of the State Contract. Company shall have the right to
terminate this Agreement with ten (10) calendar days’ advance written notice to City at any time
that the cumulative fees and charges payable to the Company under this Agreement exceed the
Maximum Indebtedness as increased from time to time.

9. Laws, Ordinance, Rules and Regulations. As required by Section 126.108(b),
Ordinance Code, in any sale or performance hereunder, Company must comply with any and all
applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and ordinances, as the same exist and
may be amended from time to time. Such laws, rules, regulations and ordinances shall include,
but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, (the Fiorida Public Records Law) and Section
286.011, Florida Statutes, (the Florida Sunshine Law), as they apply to the purchase contemplated
in this Agreement.

This Contract is between Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN
56479 (Sourcewell) and IP Access International, LLC, 31831 Camino Capistrano, Suite 300A, San
Juan Capistrano, CA 92675 (Vendor}.

Sourcewell is a State of Minnesota local government agency and service cooperative created
under the laws of the State of Minnesota (Minnesota Statutes Section 123A.21) that offers
cooperative procurement solutions to government entities. Participation is open to federal,
state/province, and municipal governmental entities, higher education, K-12 education,
nonprofit, tribal government, and other public entities located in the United States and Canada.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be
approved by Sourcewell. Materials should be sent to the Sourcewell Contract Administrator
assigned to this Contract.

D. ENDORSEMENT. The Vendor must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment,
Products, or Services.

14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE
Minnesota law governs this Contract. Venue for all legal proceedings out of this Contract, or its

breach, must be in the appropriate state court in Todd County or federal court in Fergus Falls,
Minnesota.
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15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God
or other conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control. A party defaulting under
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Contract is found to be illegal, unenforceable, or void then both
sourcewell and Vendor will be relieved of all obligations arising under such provisions. If the
remainder of this Contract is capable of performance, it will not be affected by such declaration
or finding and must be fully performed.
