When we agreed to use the Gainesville agreement with Jacksonville the pricing was below market, but we wanted to
enter into this partnership with Jacksonville. In addition, our cost of service has increased dramatically. The cost of
labor has increased substantially as there are fewer qualified candidates for our technician positions, and we have
therefore have to increase our rate of pay. Also, with only a 3 month extension we have to plan for shorter term labor
needs than if we were doing a one year extension, causing increased casts as we will have to move techs to other
markets after 12/31. Problems in the supply chain have also increased our cost of materials.

001-N (Section il Price Proposal), SCP-FS5-001-5, SCP-FSS-004 (Section Hl
Price Proposal), and clause I-FSS-500 Contract Price Lists, apply. At the current
lime there is no provision for reducing or eliminating standard price list posting
requirements to  accommodate rapid cloud price fluctuations,

In addition to standard pricing requirements, all pricing models must have the care
capability to meet the NIST Essential Cloud Characleristics, paricularly with
respect to on-demand self-service, while allowing alternate variations at the task
order level at agency discrelion, pursuant 1o the guidance on NIST Essential
Characteristics,

3. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CONTRACTOR

The Contractor shall comply with all laws, ordinances, and regulations (Federal, State,
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City, or otherwise) covering work of this character

a.

Acceptance Testing

Any required Acceptance Test Plans and Procedures shall be negotiated by the
Ordering Aclivity at task order level. The Contractor shall perform acceplance
testing of the systems for Ordering Aclivity approval in accordance with the
approved test procedures.

Training

If training is providad commercially the Conltractor shall pravide nonmal commercial
installalion, operation, maintenance, and engineering interface training on the system.
Contractor is rasponsible for indicating if there are separate training charges.

Information Assurance/Security Requirements

The conlractor shall mee! informalion assurance/security requirements in accordance
with the Ordering Activily requiremenis al the Task Order leval,

Related Professional Services

The Conlractor is responsible for working with the Ordering Activity to identify related
professional services and any other services available on other SINs that may be
associated with deploying a complete cloud service {i.e. 12aS, eic.) solution, Any
additional substantial and ongoing IT professional services related lo the offering such
as assessing, preparing, refactoring, migraling, DevOps, developing new cloud based
applications and managing/governing a cloud implementalion may be offered per the
guidelines below.

Performance of Cloud Computing Services {i.e. 1238, elc.)

The Contraclor shall respond to Ordering Aclivity requirements at the Task Order level
with proposed capabilities to Ordering Activity performance specifications or indicate
that only slandard specificalions are offered. In all cases the Contractor shall clearly
indicate standard service levels, pedormance and scale capabilities.

The Contractor shall provide appropriate cloud computing services {i.e. laaS, etc.) on
the date and to the extent and scope agreed to by the Contractor and the Ordering
Activity.

Reporting

The Contractor shall respond to Ordering Activity requirements and specify general
feporting capabilities available for the Ordering Aclivity to verify performance, cost and
availability.

In accordance with commercial practices, the Contraclor may furnish the Ordering
Activity/user with a monthly summary Ordering Aclivity repori.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ORDERING ACTIVITY

The Ordering Aclivity is responsible for indicating the cloud computing services requirements
unique to the Ordering Activity. Addilional requirements should not contradict existing SIN or IT
Schedule 70 Terms and Conditions. Ordering Activities should include {as applicable) Terms

& Conditions to address Pricing, Security, Dala Ownership, Geographic Restrictions, Privacy,
SLAs, elc.
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Cloud services typically operale under a shared responsibility model, with some responsibilities assigned to
the Cloud Service Provider (CSP), some assigned to the Ordering Aclivity, and others shared belween the
twa. The distribution of responsibilities will vary belween providers and acrass service models. Ordering
activities should engage with CSPs to fully understand and evaluate the shared responsibility model
proposed. Federal Risk and Authorization Management Program (FedRAMP) documentation will be helpful
regarding the security aspects of shared responsibilities, but operational aspects may require additional
discussion with the pravider.

a Ordering Aclivily Information Assurance/Security Requirements Guidance

)] The Ordering Aclivily is responsible for ensuring fo the maximum extent
practicable that each requirement issued is in compliance with the Federal
Information Security Management Act (FISMA) as applicable.

2) The Ordering Activilty shall assign a required impact level for confidentiaity,

integrity and availability (CIA) prior to issuing the inilial stalement of work 2
The Coniraclor must be capable of meeting at least the minimum security
requirements assigned against a low-impact information system in each CIA
assessment area (per FIPS 200) and must delail the FISMA capabilities of the
system in each of CIA assessment area.

3) Agency level FISMA certification, accreditation, and evaluation activities are the
responsibility of the Ordering Activity. The Ordering Aclivity reserves the right to
independently evaluate, audit, and verify the FISMA compliance for any
proposed or awarded Cloud Computing Services.

e} The Ordering Activity has final responsibility for assessing the FedRAMP status
of the service, complying with and making a risk-based decision to grant an
Authorizalion to Operate {ATO) for the cloud computing service, and continuous
moniloring. A memorandum issued by the Office of Management and Budget
{OMB) on Dec 8, 2011 outlines the responsibilities of Executive depariments

and agencies in the context of FedRAMP compliance. 3

assurance and securily relaled requirements based on the nature of the
appiication and relevant rnandates.

b. Deployment Model
If a pariicular deployment model (Privale, Public, Community, or Hybrid) is desired,
Ordering Aclivities are responsible for identifying the desired model(s). Alternately,
Ordering Activities could identify requirements and assess Conlractor fesponses to
delermine the most appropriate deployment model(s).

e Delivery Schedule

The Ordering Aclivily shall specify the delivery schedule as part of the inilial
requirement. The Delivery Schedule options are found in Information for Ordering
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Aclivities Applicable to All Special ltem Numbers.
d. inleroperability
Ordering Activities are responsible for identifying interoperability requirements. Crdering

Activilies should clearly delineale requirements for AP implementation and standards
conformance.

c. Periormance of Cloud Computing Services

The Ordesing Activity should clearly indicale any custom minimum service levals,
performance and scale requirements as part of the initial requirement.

I Reporting

The Ordering Activity should clearly indicale any cost, performance or availability
reporling as part of the initial requirement,

g Privacy

The Ordering Activity should specify lhe privacy characteristics of their service and
engage with the Contractor lo delermine if the cloud service is capable of meeling
Ordering Aclivity requirements. For example, a requiremant could be requiring
assurance that the service is capable of saleguarding Personally identifizble

Information (PI), in accordance with NIST SP 800-122% and OMB memos M-06-155

and M-07-16%. An Ordering Aclivity will determine what data elements constitute Pl
according lo OMB Palicy, NIST Guidance and Ordering Activity policy.

h. Accessibility

The Ordering Activily should specify the accessibility characteristics of their service and
engage with the Conlractor to deermine the cloud service is capable of meeting
Ordering Aclivity requirements. For example, a requirement could require assurance
thal the service is capable of providing accessibility based on Section 508 of the
Rehabililation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794d).

i. Geographic Requirements

Ordering activilies are responsible for specifying any geographic requirements and
engaging with the Contractor to determine that the cloud services offered have the
capabilities to meel geographic requirements for all anticipated task orders. Common
geographic concerns could include whether service dala, processes and related
artifacts can be confined on request to the United Slates and its teritories, or the
continenlal United States (CONUS).

I Data Ownership and Retrieval and intelleciuat Property

Inteliectual property rights are not typically transferred in a cloud model. In general,
gip
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CSPs retain ownership of the Intellectual Property ([P} underiying their services and the
customer retains ownership of its inlellectual property. The CSP gives the customer a
license 1o use the cloud services (i.e. laa$, etc.) for the duration of the contract without
transferring rights. The government retains ownership of the IP and data they bring lo
the cusiomized use of the service as spelled oul in the FAR and relaled materials.

General considerations of data ownership and retrieval are covered under the terms of
Schedule 70 and the FAR and other laws, ordinances, and regulations (Federal, State,
Cily, or atherwise). Because of considerations arising from cloud shared responsibility
models, ordering activities should engage with the Conlractor to develop more cloud-
specific understandings of the boundaries between data owned by the govemmaent and
that owned by the cloud service pravider, and the specific terms of data retrieval.

In all cases, the Ordering Aclivily should enler into an agreement with a clear and
enforceable underslanding of the boundaries between government and cloud service
provider dala, and the form, format and moede of delivery for each kind of data
belonging to the government.

The Ordering Activity should expect that the Contractor shall transfer data to the
government at the government's request at any time, and in all cases when the service
or order is lerminated for any reasen, by means, in formals and within a scope clearly
understood at the initiation of the service. Example cases thal might require clarification
include status and mode of delivery for:

* Configuration information created by the government and affecting the
government's use of the cloud provider's service.

* Virlual machine configurations created by the government but operating on the
cloud provider's service.

* Profile, configuration and other metadala used to configure SaaS application
services or PaaS platform services.

The key is to delermine in advance the ownership of classes of data and the means by
which Government owned data can be returned lo the Government.

k. Service Location Distribution

The Ordering Activity should delermine requirements for continuity of operations and
performance and engage with the Contraclor to ensure that cloud services have
adequale service location distribution to meet anticipaled requirements. Typical
concems include ensuring that;

Physical locations underlying the cloud are numerous enough to provide continuity of operations and
geographically separate enough 1o avoid an anlicipated single point of failure within the scope of anticipated
emergency evenis.

(1) Service endpoints for the cloud are able to meel anticipated performance
requirements in terms of geographic proximity to service requeslors,

Note thal cloud providers may address concerns in the form of minimum distance
between service Iocations, general regions where service locations are available, etc.

GUIDANCE FOR CONTRACTORS
This seclion offers quidance for interpreting the Conlractor Description Requirements in Table

2, including the NIST essential cloud characleristics, service models and deployment modeis
This section is not a list of requirements.
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Contraclor-specific definitions of cloud compuling characleristics and models or significant
variances from the NIST essential characteristics or models are discouraged and will not be
considered in the scope of this SIN or accepled in response to Factors for Evaluation. The only

applicable cloud characteristics, service m
SIN will be drawn from the NIST 800-145
cloud compuling services {i.e. l2a$, etc.) u
characleristics of cloud computing as doc

SP 800-145' .

odel/subcategories and deployment models for this
pecial publicalion. Services qualifying for listing as
nder this SIN must substantially salisfy the essenlial
umented in the NIST Definition of Cloud Computing

Contractors must select deployment models corresponding to each way the service can be
deployed. Multiple deployment model designations for a single cloud service are permitted but
al least one deployment model must be selected.

In addition, contractors submitting Cloud services (re. l2a8, elc.) for listing under this SIN are
encouraged lo select a sub-category for each Cioud service (i.e. 1aaS, etc.) proposed under
this SIN with respect to a single principal NIST cloud service model that most aptly
characterizes the service. Cloud Service model (i.e. laa$, elc.) categorization is optional.

a. NIST Essential Characteristics

General Guidance

NIST's essential cloud characteristics provide a consistent metric for whether a service
is eligible for inclusion in this SIN. It is understaod thal due to legisiative, funding and
other constraints that government enlities cannot always leverage a cloud servica to the
extent thal all NIST essenlial characteristics are commercially available. For the
purposes of the Cloud SIN, meeting the NIST essential characleristics is determined
by whether each essenlial capability of the commercial service is available for the
service, whelher or not the Ordering Aclivity aclually requests or implemenis the
capability. The guidance in Table 3 offers examples of how services might or might not

be included based on the

essential characteristics, and how the Conlractor should interpret the characleristics
in_light of current govemment conlracting processes.

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Inheriting Essentlal Characteristic

Cloud Services (i.e. laaS, elc.) may depend on other cloud services, and cloud service modals such
as PaaS and SaaS are able to inherit essential characleristics from other cloud services that suppoit
them. For example a PaaS platform service can inherit the broad network access made available by
the faaS service it runs on, and in such a situation would be fully compliant with the broad network
access essential characteristic. Cloud Services (ie. laas, etc) inheriting essential characleristics must
make the inheriled characlerstic fully available at their level of delivery to claim the relevant
characleristic by inheritance.

Inheriting characteristics dees not require the inheriting provider 1o directly bundle or inlegrate the inherited
service, bul it does require a reasonable measure of support and identification. For example, the Ordering
Aclivily may acquire an {aa$ service from “Provider A” and a PaaS service from “Provider B". The Paa$
service may inherit broad network access from “Provider A” but must identify and support the inherited
service as an acceplable laaS provider,

| Assessing Broad Network Access

Typically broad network access for public deployment models implies high bandwidth access from the
public intemet for authorized users. In a privale cloud deployment inlermet access might be considered
broad access, as might be access through a dedicated shared high bandwidth natwork connection from the
Ordering Activity, in accord with the private nalure of the deployment model.

= Resource Pooling and Private Cloud

All cloud resource pools are finite, and only give the appearance of infinile resources when sufficiently
large, as is sometimes the case with a public cloud. The resource pool supporting a privale cloud is
typically smaller with more visible limits, A finite.pool of resources purchased as a privale cloud service
qualifies as resource pooling so long as the resources within the pool can be dynamically allocated to the
ultimale users of the resource, even though the pool itself appears finite to the Ordering Activity that
procures access to the pool as a source of dynamic service allocation.

b. NIST Service Modal

The Contractor may optionally document the service mode! of cloud computing {e.g. laaS, PaaS, Saa$, or
a combination thereof, that most closely describes their offering, using the dafinitions in The NIST Definition
of Cloud Computing SP 800-145. The following guidance is offered for the proper selection of service
modals.

NIST's service models provide this SIN with a set of consistent sub-calegories o assist ordering activities in
locating and comparing Cloud services (i.e. iaaS, elc.) of interest. Service modsal is primarily concemed
with the nature of the service offered and the staff and activilies most likely to interact with the service.
Contraclors should select a single service model most closely corresponding to their proposed service
based on the guidance below. it is understood that claud services can technically incorporate muitiple
service models and the intent is to provide the single best categorizalion of the service.

Conlractors should take care to select the NIST service model most closely corresponding {o each semvice
offered. Conltractors should not invent, proliferate or select muitiple cloud service model sub-calegories to
distinguish their offerings, because ad-hoc categorization prevents consumers from comparing similar
afferings. Instead vendors should make full use of the existing NIST categories to the fullest extent
possible.

For example, in this SIN an offering commercially markeled by a Contraclor as “Storage as a Service”
12je
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would be properly characterized as Infrastruclure as a Service (laaS), slorage being a subsel of
infrastructure. Services commercially marketed as “LAMP as a Service” or “Database as a Service” would
be properly characterized under this SIN as Platform as a Service (PaaS), as they deliver two kinds of

platform sewvices. Services commercially marketed as “Travel Facilitation as a Service" or “Email as a
Service” would be propery characlerized as species of Software as a Service (SaaS) for this SIN.

However, Conlraclors can and should include appropriate descriptions (include commercial marketing
terms}) of the service in the full descriptions of the service's capabilities.

When choosing between equally plausible service madel sub-categories, Contractors should consider
several factors:

(1) Visibility to the Ordering Aclivity. Service model sub-categories in this SIN exist to help Ordering
Activities malch their requirements with service characieristics. Contractors should select the
mosl inluitive and appropriate service made! from the point of view of an Ordering Aclivity.

(2) Primary Focus of the Cloud Service (i.e. laaS, etc.). Services may offer a mix of capabilities that
span service models in the strict technical sense. For example, 2 service may offer both laaS
capabilities for processing and storage, along with some PaaS capabliities for application
deploymenl, or SaaS capabilities for specific applications. In a service mix siluation the
Contraclor should select the service madel thal is their primary focus. Alternatively conlraclors
may choose to submit multiple service afferings for the SIN, each oplionally and separately
subcalegorized.

(3)  Ordering Activity Role. Contractors should consider the operalional role of the Ordering Aclivity's
primary aclual consumer or operator of the service. For example services most often consumed
by system managers are likely to fit best as laa8; services most often consumed by application
deployers or developers as Paa$S, and services most often consumed by business users as
Saas.

(4)  Lowest Level of Configurability. Contractors can consider 1aaS, PaaS and SaaS as an ascending
hierarchy of complexity, and selecl the model with the lowes! level of available Ordering Activity
inleraction. As an example, virtual machines are an laaS service oflen bundled with a range of
operating systems, which are PaaS services. The Ordering Activity usually has access to
configure the lower level laaS service, and the overall service should be considered laaS. In
cases where the Ordering Aclivily cannot configure the speed, memory, network configuration, or
any other aspect of the laaS component, consider calegorizing as a PaasS service,

Cloud management and cloud broker services should be categorized based on their own

characteristics and not those of the other cloud services that are their targets. Management and broker

services lypically fit the Saa$ service model, regardless of whether the services they manage are Saa$,

PaaS or laaS. Use Table 3 lo delermine which service model is appropriate for the cloud
management or cloud broker services, or, alternately choose not 1o select a service model for the service

The guidance in Table 4 offers examples of how services might be properly mapped to
NIST service models and how a Contraclor should interpret the service model sub-
categories.

The essential characteristic of an individual PaaS component is the cuslomer's
ability to deploy their unique structures and/or data onlo the component for a
partial platform funclion.

Nole that both the partial and complele PaaS examples ali have two things in
common;

. They are solware services, which offer significant core functionality

) They must be configured with customer data and structuses lo deliver
results
As noled in laaS, operating systems fepresent a gray area in that OS is definitety
a platiorm service, but is typically bundied with laa$ infrastructure. If your sefvice
provides an OS but allows for interaction with infrastructure, please sub-
calegorize it as laaS. If your service “hides” underlying infrastructure, consider it
as Paa8.

Select a SaaS model for service based equivalents of software applications.

. SaaS services are typically consumed by business or subject-matter slaff

° The principal customer interaction with 2 Saa$ service is actual operation
and consumption of the application services the Saa$S senvice provides.

Some minor configuration may be available, but the scope of the configuration is
limited to the scope and then the permissions of the configuring user. For
example an agency manager might be abls to configure some aspects of the
application for their agency bul not all agencies. An agency user might be able to
conligure some aspecls for themselves but not everyone in their agency.
Typically only the Contraclor would be permitied to configure aspects of the
software for all users.

Examples of SaaS services include email syslems, business systems of all sorls
such as travel systems, invenlory systems, etc., wiki's, websites or content
management systems, management applications that aliow a customer {o
manage other cloud or non-cloud services, and in general any system where
customers interact directly for a business purpose.

Gray areas include services that customers use to configure other cloud services,
such as cloud management software, cloud brokers, elc. In general these sorts of
systems should be considered Saa$S, per guidance in this documeant.

a. Deplayment Model

Deployment models (e.g. private, public, community, or hybrid) are not restricted at
the SiIN level and any specifications for a deployment model are the responsibility of
the Ordering Activity.

Multiple deployment model seleclion is permilted, but at least one model must be
selecled. The guidance in Table 4 offers exampies of how services might be properly
mapped to NIST deployment models and how the Contractor should interprel the
deployment mode! characleristics. Conlractors should take care to select the range of
NIST deployment models most closely corresponding to each service offered,

Note that the scope of this SIN does not include hardware or software components
used lo construct a cloud, only cloud capabilities delivered as a service, as noled in
the Scope section.

We have been keeping a close eye on multiple external factors impacting our business (Steel Index and
instability of material and freight costs), which is why we have delayed releasing our update. Due to all of
these factors, what we thought and hoped would only be an increase of roughly 11% will in reality be
closer lo an average component increase of 16%-17% after we received word from our factory late last
week on another cost adjustment.

In case you're not aware, Steel costs have doubled since this same time just one year ago, both in the
US and overseas, so my guess is other suppliers/competitors who have already had a price increase will
likely have another in the near future. We are hoping to only have a one-time adjustment, so we can be
confident in quotes that contain any KM components throughout the model year. Kargo Master has made
efforts to absorb these costs over the past year during these extraordinary and unprecedented times.

As costs begin to (hopefully) normalize in the next few quarters and into next year, we will reassess at
that time.

Payments should
note the Vendor’s name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and must be
mailed to the address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to
Sourcewell’s banking institution per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions. Payments
must be received no later than 45 calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter.
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Vendor agrees to cooperate with Sourcewell in auditing transactions under this Contract to
ensure that the administrative fee is paid on all items purchased under this Contract.

In the event the Vendor is delinquent in any undisputed administrative fees, Sourcewell
reserves the right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Vendor in
any subsequent solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the
Contract’s expiration date, the administrative fee payment will be due no more than 30 days
from the cancellation date.

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE
Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.

Vendor's Authorized Representative is the person named in the Vendor's Proposal. If Vendor’s
Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Vendor must promptly
notify Sourcewell in writing.

10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE

A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records,
documents, and accounting procedures and practices relevant this Agreement are subject to
examination by Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the
end of this Contract. This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract.

B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither the Vendor nor Sourcewell may assign or transfer any rights or
obligations under this Contract without the prior consent of the parties and a fully executed
assignment agreement. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld.

C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective
until it has been fully executed by the parties.

D. WAIVER. If either party fails to enforce any provision of this Contract, that failure does not
waive the provision or the right to enforce it.

E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract contains all negotiations and agreements between
Sourcewell and Vendor. No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or
oral, may be used to bind either party. For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the
terms set out in Articles 1-22, the terms of Articles 1-22 will govern.

F. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent
contractors, each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their
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respective businesses. This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other
relationship such as master-servant, or principal-agent.

11. LIABILITY

Vendor must indemnify, save, and hold Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including their
agents and employees, harmless from any claims or causes of action, including attorneys’ fees,
arising out of the performance of this Contract by the Vendor or its agents or employees; this
indemnification includes injury or death to person(s) or property alleged to have been caused
by some defect in the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract to the extent the
Equipment, Product, or Service has been used according to its specifications.

12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

Vendor and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act,
Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell
under this Contract and as it applies to all data created, collected, received, stored, used,
maintained, or disseminated by the Vendor under this Contract.

If the Vendor receives a request to release the data referred to in this article, the Vendor must
immediately notify Sourcewell and Sourcewell will assist with how the Vendor should respond
to the request.

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT

A. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1. Grant of License. During the term of this Contract:
a. Sourcewell grants to Vendor a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use theTrademark(s) provided to Vendor by Sourcewell in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with
Vendor,
b. Vendor grants to Sourcewell a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use Vendor’s Trademarks in advertising and promotional materials for the
purpose of marketing Vendor’s relationship with Sourcewell.
2. Limited Right of Sublicense. The right and license granted herein includes a limited right
of each party to grant sublicenses to its and their respective distributors, marketing
representatives, and agents (collectively “Permitted Sublicensees”} in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing the Parties’ relationship to Participating
Entities. Any sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions of this Article.
Each party will be responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their respective
sublicensees.
3. Use; Quality Control.
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a. Sourcewell must not alter Vendor's Trademarks from the form provided by
Vendor and must comply with Vendor’s removal requests as to specific uses of its
trademarks or logos.
b. Vendor must not alter Sourcewell’s Trademarks from the form provided by
Sourcewell and must comply with Sourcewell’s removal requests as to specific uses
of its trademarks or logos.
¢.  Each party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the
other party’s Trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent
with such party’s use of the Trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching party,
the breaching party has 30 days of the date of the written notice to cure the breach
or the license will be terminated.
4. As applicable, Vendor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Sourcewell and its
Participating Entities against any and all suits, claims, judgments, and costs instituted or
recovered against Sourcewell or Participating Entities by any person on account of the use
of any Equipment or Products by Sourcewell or its Participating Entities supplied by Vendor
in violation of applicable patent or copyright laws.
5. Termination. Upon the termination of this Contract for any reason, each party, including
Permitted Sublicensees, will have 30 days to remove all Trademarks from signage, websites,
and the like bearing the other party’s name or logo (excepting Sourcewell’s pre-printed
catalog of vendors which may be used until the next printing). Vendor must return all
marketing and promotional materials, including signage, provided by Sourcewell, or dispose
of it according to Sourcewell’s written directions.

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released
without prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices,
informational pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices
prepared by or for the Vendor individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with
respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be

approved by Sourcewell. Materials should be sent to the Sourcewell Contract Administrator
assigned to this Contract.

D. ENDORSEMENT. The Vendor must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment,
Products, or Services.

14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE

Minnesota law governs this Contract. Venue for all legal proceedings out of this Contract, or its
breach, must be in the appropriate state court in Todd County or federal court in Fergus Falls,
Minnesota.
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15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God
or other conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control. A party defaulting under
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Contract is found to be illegal, unenforceable, or void then both
Sourcewell and Vendor will be relieved of all obligations arising under such provisions. If the
remainder of this Contract is capable of performance, it will not be affected by such declaration
or finding and must be fully performed.

17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES

A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and
address unresolved contract issues as follows:

1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and
work in good faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary,
Sourcewell and the Vendor will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes the
issue(s), relevant impact, and positions of both parties.

2. Escalation. If parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified
above, either Sourcewell or Vendor may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher
level of management. The Vendor will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.
3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the
Vendor must continue without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the
Contract that are not affected by the dispute. If the Vendor fails to continue without delay
to perform its responsibilities under the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed
work, any additional costs incurred by Sourcewell and/or its Participating Entities as a result
of such failure to proceed will be borne by the Vendor.

B. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract,
or any Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:

1. Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or
2. A material breach of any term or condition of this Contract.

Written natice of default and a reasonable opportunity to cure must be issued by the party
claiming default. Time allowed for cure will not diminish or eliminate any liability for liquidated

or other damages. If the default remains after the opportunity for cure, the non-defaulting
party may:
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» Exercise any remedy provided by law or equity, or
* Terminate the Contract or any portion thereof, including any orders issued against the
Contract.

18. INSURANCE

A. REQUIREMENTS. At its own expense, Vendor must maintain insurance policy(ies) in effect at
all times during the performance of this Contract with insurance company(ies} licensed or
authorized to do business in the State of Minnesota having an “AM BEST” rating of A- or better,
with coverage and limits of insurance not less than the following:

w 1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability.
Workers’ Compensation: As required by any applicable law or regulation.
Employer's Liability Insurance: must be provided in amounts not less than listed below:

Vendor will maintain insurance covering its
operations, with coverage on an occurrence basis, and must be subject to terms no less
broad than the Insurance Services Office (“ISO”} Commercial General Liability Form
CG0001 (2001 or newer edition), or equivalent. At a minimum, coverage must include
liability arising from premises, operations, bodily injury and property damage,
independent contractors, products-completed operations including construction defect,
contractual liability, blanket contractual liability, and personal injury and advertising
injury. All required limits, terms and conditions of coverage must be maintained during
the term of this Contract.

During the term of this Contract, Vendor
will maintain insurance covering all owned, hired, and non-owned automobiles in limits
of liability not less than indicated below. The coverage must be subject to terms no less
broad than ISO Business Auto Coverage Form CA 0001 {2010 edition or newer), or
equivalent.

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4. Umbrella Insurance. During the term of this Contract, Vendor will maintain umbrelia
coverage over Workers’ Compensation, Commercial General Liability, and Commercial
Automobile.

WS. Professional/Technical, Errors and Omissions, and/or Miscellaneous Professional
Liability. During the term of this Contract, Vendor will maintain coverage for all claims
the Vendor may become legally obligated to pay resulting from any actual or alleged
negligent act, error, or omission related to Vendor’s professional services required
under this Contract.

Minimum Limits:
$2,000,000 per claim or event
$2,000,000 - annual aggregate

W 6. Network Security and Privacy Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract,
Vendor will maintain coverage for network security and privacy liability. The coverage
may be endorsed on another form of liability coverage or written on a standalone
policy. The insurance must cover claims which may arise from failure of Vendor's
security resulting in, but not limited to, computer attacks, unauthorized access,
disclosure of not public data — including but not limited to, confidential or private
information, transmission of a computer virus, or denial of service.

Minimum limits:
$2,000,000 per occurrence
$2,000,000 annual aggregate

Failure of Vendor to maintain the required insurance will constitute a material breach entitling
Sourcewell to immediately terminate this Contract for default.

B. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to commencing under this Contract, Vendor must furnish
to Sourcewell a certificate of insurance, as evidence of the insurance required under this
Contract. Prior to expiration of the policy(ies), renewal certificates must be mailed to
Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN 56479 or sent to the
Sourcewell Contract Administrator assigned to this Contract. The certificates must be signed by
a person authorized by the insurer(s) to bind coverage on their behalf.

Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Vendor to provide
certificates of insurance, in no way limits or relieves Vendor of its duties and responsibilities in
this Contract.

C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTORY

INSURANCE CLAUSE. Vendor agrees to list Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including
their officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Vendor’'s commercial
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general liability insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or
“work"” performed by or on behalf of Vendor, and products and completed operations of
Vendor. The policy provision(s) or endorsement(s) must further provide that coverage is
primary and not excess over or contributory with any other valid, applicable, and collectible
insurance or self-insurance in force for the additional insureds.

D. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. Vendor waives and must require (by endorsement or
otherwise) all its insurers to waive subrogation rights against Sourcewell and other additional
insureds for losses paid under the insurance policies required by this Contract or other
insurance applicable to the Vendor or its subcontractors. The waiver must apply to al!
deductibles and/or self-insured retentions applicable to the required or any other insurance
maintained by the Vendor or its subcontractors. Where permitted by law, Vendor must require
similar written express waivers of subrogation and insurance clauses from each of its
subcontractors.

E. UMBRELLA/EXCESS LIABILITY/SELF-INSURED RETENTION. The limits required by this
Contract can be met by either providing a primary policy or in combination with
umbrella/excess liability policy(ies), or self-insured retention.

19. COMPLIANCE

A. LAWS AND REGULATIONS. All Equipment, Products, or Services provided under this
Contract must comply fully with applicable federal laws and regulations, and with the laws in
the states and provinces in which the Equipment, Products, or Services are sold.

B. LICENSES. Vendor must maintain a valid and current status on all required federal,
state/provincial, and local licenses, bonds, and permits required for the operation of the
business that the Vendor conducts with Sourcewell and Participating Entities.

20. BANKRUPTCY, DEBARMENT, OR SUSPENSION CERTIFICATION

Vendor certifies and warrants that it is not in bankruptcy or that it has previously disclosed in
writing certain information to Sourcewell related to bankruptcy actions. If at any time during

this Contract Vendor declares bankruptcy, Vendor must immediately notify Sourcewell in
writing.

Vendor certifies and warrants that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred,
suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from programs
operated by the State of Minnesota; the United States federal government or the Canadian
government, as applicable; or any Participating Entity. Vendor certifies and warrants that
neither it nor its principals have been convicted of a criminal offense related to the subject
matter of this Contract. Vendor further warrants that it will provide immediate written notice
to Sourcewell if this certification changes at any time.
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21. PROVISIONS FOR NON-UNITED STATES FEDERAL ENTITY PROCUREMENTS UNDER
UNITED STATES FEDERAL AWARDS OR OTHER AWARDS

Participating Entities that use United States federal grant or FEMA funds to purchase goods or
services from this Contract may be subject to additional requirements including the
procurement standards of the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles and Audit
Requirements for Federal Awards, 2 C.F.R. § 200. Participating Entities rmay also require
additional requirements based on specific funding specifications. Within this Article, all
references to “federal” should be interpreted to mean the United States federal government.
The following list only applies when a Participating Entity accesses Vendor’s Equipment,
Products, or Services with United States federal funds.

A. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY. Except as otherwise provided under 41 C.F.R. § 60, all
contracts that meet the definition of “federally assisted construction contract” in 41 C.F.R. § 60-
1.3 must include the equal opportunity clause provided under 41 C.F.R. §60-1.4(b), in
accordance with Executive Order 11246, “Equal Employment Opportunity” (30 FR 12319,
12935, 3 C.F.R. §, 1964-1965 Comp., p. 339), as amended by Executive Order 11375, “Amending
Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity,” and implementing
regulations at 41 C.F.R. § 60, “Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal
Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor.” The equal opportunity clause is incorporated
herein by reference.

B. DAVIS-BACON ACT, AS AMENDED {40 U.S.C. § 3141-3148). When required by federal
program legislation, all prime construction contracts in excess of $2,000 awarded by non-
federal entities must include a provision for compliance with the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.5.C. §
3141-3144, and 3146-3148) as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 C.F.R. § 5,
“Labor Standards Provisions Applicable to Contracts Covering Federally Financed and Assisted
Construction”). In accordance with the statute, contractors must be required to pay wages to
laborers and mechanics at a rate not less than the prevailing wages specified in a wage
determination made by the Secretary of Labor.

The Act provides that
each contractor or subrecipient must be prohibited from inducing, by any means, any person
employed in the construction, completion, or repair of public work, to give up any part of the
compensation to which he or she is otherwise entitled. The non-federal entity must report
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all suspected or reported violations to the federal awarding agency. Vendor must be in
compliance with all applicable Davis-Bacon Act provisions.

C. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY STANDARDS ACT (40 U.S.C. § 3701-3708). Where
applicable, all contracts awarded by the non-federal entity in excess of $100,000 that involve
the employment of mechanics or laborers must include a provision for compliance with 40
U.5.C. §§ 3702 and 3704, as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 C.F.R. § 5).

This provision is
hereby incorporated by reference into this Contract. Vendor certifies that during the term of an
award for all contracts by Sourcewell resulting from this procurement process, Vendor must
comply with applicable requirements as referenced above.

D. RIGHTS TO INVENTIONS MADE UNDER A CONTRACT OR AGREEMENT. If the federal award
meets the definition of “funding agreement” under 37 C.F.R. § 401.2(a) and the recipient or
subrecipient wishes to enter into a contract with a small business firm or nonprofit organization
regarding the substitution of parties, assignment or performance of experimental,
developmental, or research work under that “funding agreement,” the recipient or subrecipient
must comply with the requirements of 37 C.F.R. § 401, “Rights to Inventions Made by Nonprofit
Organizations and Small Business Firms Under Government Grants, Contracts and Cooperative
Agreements,” and any implementing regulations issued by the awarding agency. Vendor
certifies that during the term of an award for all contracts by Sourcewell resulting from this
procurement process, Vendor must comply with applicable requirements as referenced above.

E. CLEAN AIR ACT (42 U.5.C. § 7401-7671Q.) AND THE FEDERAL WATER POLLUTION CONTROL
ACT (33 U.5.C. § 1251-1387). Contracts and subgrants of amounts in excess of $150,000 require
the non-federal award to agree to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations
issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. § 7401- 7671q) and the Federal Water Pollution
Control Act as amended (33 U.S.C. § 1251- 1387). Violations must be reported to the Federal
awarding agency and the Regional Office of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

F. DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION (EXECUTIVE ORDERS 12549 AND 12689). A contract award

(see 2 C.F.R. § 180.220) must not be made to parties listed on the government wide exclusions
in the System for Award Management {SAM), in accordance with the OMB guidelines at 2 C.F.R.
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§180 that implement Executive Orders 12549 (3 C.F.R. § 1986 Comp., p. 189) and 12689 (3
C.F.R. § 1989 Comp., p. 235), “Debarment and Suspension.” SAM Exclusions contains the names
of parties debarred, suspended, or otherwise excluded by agencies, as well as parties declared
ineligible under statutory or regulatory authority other than Executive Order 12549. Vendor
certifies that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for
debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation by any federal
department or agency.

G. BYRD ANTI-LOBBYING AMENDMENT, AS AMENDED {31 U.S.C. § 1352). Vendors must file
any required certifications. Vendors must not have used federal appropriated funds to pay any
person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any
agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member
of Congress in connection with obtaining any federal contract, grant, or any other award
covered by 31 U.S.C. § 1352. Vendors must disclose any lobbying with non-federal funds that
takes place in connection with obtaining any federal award. Such disclosures are forwarded
from tier to tier up to the non-federal award. Vendors must file all certifications and disclosures
required by, and otherwise comply with, the Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 U.5.C. §
1352).

H. RECORD RETENTION REQUIREMENTS. To the extent applicable, Vendor must comply with
the record retention requirements detailed in 2 C.F.R. § 200.333. The Vendor further certifies
that it will retain all records as required by 2 C.F.R. § 200.333 for a period of 3 years after
grantees or subgrantees submit final expenditure reports or quarterly or annual financial
reports, as applicable, and all other pending matters are closed.

I.  ENERGY POLICY AND CONSERVATION ACT COMPLIANCE. To the extent applicable, Vendor
must comply with the mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are

contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy
and Conservation Act,

J. BUY AMERICAN PROVISIONS COMPLIANCE. To the extent applicable, Vendor must comply
with all applicable provisions of the Buy American Act. Purchases made in accordance with the
Buy American Act must follow the applicable procurement rules calling for free and open
competition.

K. ACCESS TO RECORDS (2 C.F.R. § 200.336). Vendor agrees that duly authorized
representatives of a federal agency must have access to any books, documents, papers and
records of Vendor that are directly pertinent to Vendor’s discharge of its obligations under this
Contract for the purpose of making audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions. The right
also includes timely and reasonable access to Vendor’'s personnel for the purpose of interview
and discussion relating to such documents.
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L. PROCUREMENT OF RECOVERED MATERIALS (2 C.F.R. § 200.322). A non-federal entity that is
a state agency or agency of a political subdivision of a state and its contractors must comply
with Section 6002 of the Solid Waste Disposal Act, as amended by the Resource Conservation
and Recovery Act. The requirements of Section 6002 include procuring only items designated in
guidelines of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) at 40 C.F.R. § 247 that contain the
highest percentage of recovered materials practicable, consistent with maintaining a
satisfactory level of competition, where the purchase price of the item exceeds $10,000 or the
value of the quantity acquired during the preceding fiscal year exceeded $10,000; procuring
solid waste management services in a manner that maximizes energy and resource recovery;
and establishing an affirmative procurement program for procurement of recovered materials
identified in the EPA guidelines.

22, CANCELLATION

Sourcewell or Vendor may cancel this Contract at any time, with or without cause, upon 60
days’ written notice to the other party. However, Sourcewell may cancel this Contract
immediately upon discovery of a material defect in any certification made in Vendor's Proposal.
Cancellation of this Contract does not relieve either party of financial, product, or service
obligations incurred or accrued prior to cancellation.

Increase to State of Florida’s Minimum Wage

On November 3, 2020, Florida voters approved Amendment 2, which amends Florida’s
constitution to gradually increase the state’s minimum wage to $15.00 an hour by the year 2026.
As of January 1, 2021, the minimum wage increased $.09 of $8.65 per hour as scheduled. On
September 30, 2021, the minimum wage will rise to $10.00 per hour ($1.35 per hour increase).
Every September 30 following, the minimum wage will increase $1.00 per hour through 2026,
according to the following schedule:

$11.00 on September 30, 2022
$12.00 on September 30, 2023
$13.00 on September 30, 2024
$14.00 on September 30, 2025
$15.00 on September 30, 2026

Beginning 2027, the minimum wage will be adjusted annually for inflation, as it has been
since 2004.

It remains possible that there will be legal challenges to the “implementation” of this
amendment, and that could involve inestimable time in the courts. However, barring that
occurrence, all foreign missions are required to fully implement the new minimum wage law as it
relates to foreign mission staff and their domestic workers.
