PROPOSED GEOQTECHNICAL EXPLORATION

Based on our understanding of the project, as requested, we propose to drill two standard
penetration test (SPT) borings in the proposed building area to depths of 20 feet, three auper
borings in the proposed pavement areas to depths of 6 feet, and one auger boring in the proposed
relention area to a depth of 15 feet. We will perform one double ring infiltrometer test in the
proposed retention area at a depth of 2 feet and will obtain one horizontal tube sample at a depth
of two feet for laboratory falling-head permeability testing.
