This communication is to propose a new procedure going forward on existing and new
GSA contracts between Comerstone and the city of Jacksonville for work performed at
Jacksonville Pre-Trial detention center. Currently under the existing maintenance contract and on
previous renovation contracts, meals and incidentals have been submitted by the field staff on an
cxpense report with receipts and reimbursed meals to the employee. Additionally, Cornerstone
pays for the field staff’s lodging, and these receipts are submitted to Jacksonville for
reimbursement. Cornerstone proposes going forward, on all GSA contracts with the City of
Jacksonville we implement a standardized reimbursement plan for per diem and lodging
expenses for all Cornerstone employees working on GSA contracts. We request that we begin
using the GSA’s standard M&IE per diem rate of $59.00/day and continue the current process of
Cornerstone paying for the employee’s lodging and the City of Jacksonville reimbursing the
lodging expense. For the employee to be eligible for the per diem and hote! travel expenses they
must fall under the requirements of GSA and must live 100+ miles from the detention center and
stay ovemight. The employee will earn per diem on the travel day from their home to
Jacksonville, the days they are onsite, and the travel day from Jacksonville to their home. Each
employee inputs their per diem into their timesheet, so the report currently used as backup for
hours worked onsite will reflect daily per diem and can be used to verify each employee
receiving per diem. For verification, Cornerstone will provide a list of each employee’s city and
state of residence for eligibility to receive travel expenses. Any employee within the required
range will not receive travel expenses.

We received your letter dated January 31, 2022 and USC’s request for extensions (o the
Substantial Completion dates of the Projects as follows: Northside Phase V - March 30, 2022; and
Eastside Phase I - May 30, 2022. The City’s primary concern is timely progress and completion of the
Work for both Projects. Accordingly, please accept this letter as the City's response (o your requests.

Initially, we disagree with USC's claim that the failure to complete the Projects is due to
“numerous ramp matrix revisions, delayed responses to Requests for Information, verbal mandates
inconsistent with the Projects’ terms, and deferred action on change order requests.” Instead, USC chose
to stop work or demobilize from the Projects numerous times for extended periods of time without
justification, thereby causing substantial delays in completion of the Work.

USC was also fully aware that the City expected progress to be made concurrently on both
Projects. It should not have had any reason to believe that a failure to perform its contractual obligations
or abandonment of the Projects was “acceptable to the City.” In June 2021, USC was informed by the
City that it was significantly behind schedule on the Norhside Phase V Project, which had been
abandoned by USC. Rather than retuming to the Northside Phase V Project while continving work on
the Eastside Phase II Project, USC stopped work on Eastside Phase IT and simply moved its operations

over to Northside Phase V around August 18, 2021. It then stopped work entirely on the Northside Phase
V Project in December 2021. Notably, even if the need for the extensions USC requested on August 17,
2021 had been adequately justified and the extensions granted, these Projects still would not have been
completed by the end of those requested extensions.

Now, USC requests additional extensions without justifying the time needed or providing a
legitimate plan to meet the requested Substantial Completion Dates. This is unfortunately consistent with
USC's vague, inadequate, and unjustified change order requests during these Projects. Here, your letter
simply indicates that USC will work with the City's inspectors through daily progress reports and
meetings.  Although this may facilitate better communication (which the City would certainly
appreciate), it is not an explanation of why the requested dates are appropriate, nor does it provide a plan
to meet those requested deadlines. USC does not provide any schedules, description of personnel and
equipment that will be utilized, or any other indication that it is capable of prosecuting the Work with
diligence to a timely completion.

Despite al! of this, the City is willing to agree to one final extension of the Substantial Completion
dates for the Projects, provided that the other conditions in its notice letters are met. USC must: (1)
immediately return to both Projects; and (2) begin diligently prosecuting the Work on both Projects
towards completion.

To access the contracted Equipment, Products, or Services under
this Contract, a Participating Entity must clearly indicate to Supplier that it intends to access this
Contract; however, order flow and procedure will be developed jointly between Sourcewell and
Supplier. Typically, a Participating Entity will issue an order directly to Supplier or its authorized
subsidiary, distributor, dealer, or reseller. If a Participating Entity issues a purchase order, it
may use its own forms, but the purchase order should clearly note the applicable Sourcewell
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contract number. All Participating Entity orders under this Contract must be issued prior to
expiration or cancellation of this Contract; however, Supplier performance, Participating Entity
payment obligations, and any applicable warranty periods or other Supplier or Participating
Entity obligations may extend beyond the term of this Contract.

Supplier’s acceptable forms of payment are included in its attached Proposal. Participating
Entities will be solely responsible for payment and Sourcewell will have no liability for any
unpaid invoice of any Participating Entity.

B. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS/PARTICIPATING ADDENDUM. Additional terms and
conditions to a purchase order, or other required transaction documentation, may be
negotiated between a Participating Entity and Supplier, such as job or industry-specific
requirements, legal requirements (e.g., affirmative action or immigration status requirements),
or specific local policy requirements. Supplier will provide its standard proposal terms and
conditions with specific scope for all task orders under this Contract. Some Participating Entitles
may require the use of a Participating Addendum; the terms of which will be negotiateddirectly
between the Participating Entity and the Supplier. Any negotiated additional terms and
conditions must never be less favorable to the Participating Entity than what is contained in this
Contract.

C. SPECIALIZED SERVICE REQUIREMENTS. In the event that the Participating Entity requires
service or specialized performance requirements not addressed in this Contract {(such as e-
commerce specifications, specialized delivery requirements, or other specifications and
requirements), the Participating Entity and the Supplier may enter into a separate, standalone
agreement, apart from this Contract. Sourcewell, including its agents and employees, will not
be made a party to a claim for breach of such agreement.

D. TERMINATION OF ORDERS. Participating Entities may terminate an order, in whole or
in part, immediately upon notice to Supplier in the event of any of the following events:

1. The Participating Entity fails to receive funding or appropriation from its governing body
at levels sufficient to pay for the equipment, products, or services to be purchased; or

2. Federal, state, or provincial laws or regulations prohibit the purchase or change the
Participating Entity’s requirements.

E. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE. The governing law and venue for any action related to a
Participating Entity’s order will be determined by the Participating Entity making the purchase.

7. CUSTOMER SERVICE
A. PRIMARY ACCOUNT REPRESENTATIVE. Supplier will assign an Account Representative to

Sourcewell for this Contract and must provide prompt notice to Sourceweli if that person is
changed. The Account Representative will be responsible for:
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¢ Maintenance and management of this Contract;
» Timely response to all Sourcewell and Participating Entity inquiries; and
e Business reviews to Sourcewell and Participating Entities, if applicable.

B. BUSINESS REVIEWS. Supplier must perform a minimum of one business review with
Sourcewell per contract year. The business review will cover sales to Participating Entities,
pricing and contract terms, administrative fees, sales data reports, supply issues, customer
issues, and any other necessary information.

8. REPORT ON CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEE PAYMENT

A. CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY REPORT. Each calendar quarter, Supplier must provide a
contract sales activity report (Report) to the Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator
assigned to this Contract. Reports are due no later than 45 days after the end of each calendar
quarter. A Report must be provided regardless of the number or amount of sales during that
quarter {i.e., if there are no sales, Supplier must submit a report indicating no sales were
made).

The Report must contain the following fields:

e Participating Entity City;

e Sourcewell Administrative Fee Applied; and

¢ Date Purchase was invoiced/sale was recognized as revenue by Supplier.

B. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE. In consideration for the support and services provided by Sourcewell,
the Supplier will pay an administrative fee to Sourcewell on all Equipment, Products, and
Services provided to Participating Entities. The Administrative Fee must be included in, and not
added to, the pricing. Supplier may not charge Participating Entities more than the contracted
price to offset the Administrative Fee.
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The Supplier will submit payment to Sourcewell for the percentage of administrative fee stated
in the Proposal multiplied by the total sales of all Equipment, Products, and Services purchased
by Participating Entities under this Contract during each calendar quarter. Payments should
note the Supplier's name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and must be
mailed to the address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to
Sourcewell’s banking institution per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions. Payments
must be received no later than 45 calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter.

Supplier agrees to cooperate with Sourcewell in auditing transactions under this Contract to
ensure that the administrative fee is paid on all items purchased under this Contract.

In the event the Supplier is delinquent in any undisputed administrative fees, Sourcewell
reserves the right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Supplier in
any subsequent solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the
Contract’s expiration date, the administrative fee payment will be due no more than 30 days
from the cancellation date.

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE
Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.

Supplier’s Authorized Representative is the person named in the Supplier’s Proposal. If
Supplier’s Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Supplier must
promptly notify Sourcewell in writing.

10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE

A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records,
documents, and accounting procedures and practices relevant to this Agreement are subject to
examination by Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the
end of this Contract. This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract.

B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party may assign or otherwise transfer its rights or obligations under
this Contract without the prior written consent of the other party and a fully executed
assignment agreement. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. Any prohibited
assignment will be invalid.

C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective
until it has been duly executed by the parties.

D. WAIVER. Failure by either party to take action or assert any right under this Contract will
not be deemed a waiver of such right in the event of the continuation or repetition of the
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circumstances giving rise to such right. Any such waiver must be in writing and signed by the
parties.

E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract represents the complete agreement between the
parties. No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or oral, may be used
to bind either party.For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the terms set out in
Articles 1-22 of this Contract, the terms of Articles 1-22 will govern.

F. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent
contractors, each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their
respective businesses. This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other
relationship such as master-servant, or principal-agent.

11. INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS

Supplier must indemnify, defend, save, and hold Sourcewell and its Participating Entities,
including their agents and employees, harmless from any claims or causes of action, including
attorneys’ fees, to the extent resulting from negligence or willful misconduct in the
performance of this Contract by the Supplier or its agents or employees for third-party injury or
death to person(s) or property or caused by some defect in the Equipment, Products, or
Services under this Contract to the extent the Equipment, Product, or Service has been used
according to its specifications. Supplier will not be liable for indirect or consequential damages.
Vendor's liability to Sourcewell arising out of this Contract, with the exception of Supplier’s
indemnification obligations under this Section, shall not exceed amounts paid or payable under
this Contract. Sourcewell’s responsibility will be governed by the State of Minnesota’s Tort
Liability Act (Minnesota Statutes Chapter 466) and other applicable law.

12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

Supplier and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act,
Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell
under this Contract and as it applies to all data created, collected, received, stored, used,
maintained, or disseminated by the Supplier under this Contract.

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT

A. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1. Grant of License. During the term of this Contract:
a. Sourcewell grants to Supplier a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use thetrademark(s) provided to Supplier by Sourcewell in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with
Supplier.
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b. Supplier grants to Sourcewell a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use Supplier’s trademarks in advertising and promotional materials for the
purpose of marketing Supplier’s relationship with Sourcewell.
2. Limited Right of Sublicense. The right and license granted herein includes a limited right
of each party to grant sublicenses to their respective subsidiaries, distributors, dealers,
resellers, marketing representatives, and agents (collectively “Permitted Sublicensees”) in
advertising and promotional materials for the purpose of marketing the Parties’ relationship
to Participating Entities. Any sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions
of this Article. Each party will be responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their
respective sublicensees.
3. Use; Quality Control.
a. Neither party may alter the other party’s trademarks from the form provided
and must comply with removal requests as to specific uses of its trademarks or
logos.
b. Each party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the
other party’s trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent with
such party’s use of the trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching party, the
breaching party has 30 days of the date of the written notice to cure the breach or
the license will be terminated.
4. As applicable, Supplier agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Sourcewell and its
Participating Entities against any and all suits, claims, judgments, and costs instituted or
recovered against Sourcewell or Participating Entities by any person on account of the use
of any Equipment or Products by Sourcewell or its Participating Entities supplied by Supplier
in violation of applicable patent or copyright laws. Supplier shall have the right, at its option,
to: i) make the Equipment or Products non-infringing, ii) replace the infringing Equipment or
Products; or {iii} on return of the Equipment or Products by Sourcewell or the Participating
Entity, Supplier will refund the amounts actually paid by Sourcewell or the Participating
Entity for the infringing Equipment or Products, less depreciation over a three (3} year
period. Liability for infringement under this Section excludes: (i) misuse or modification of
the product by Sourcewell or the Participating Entity or its employees, agents or
downstream customers, (ii) use of the product or work in combination with other materials,
goods, products, or services for which the product was not intended to be used {as
demonstrated by Supplier’s applicable product literature), (iii} failure of Sourcewell or the
Participating Entity to implement any update provided by Supplier that would have
prevented the claim, (iv} work that Supplier made to Sourcewell’s or the Participating
Entity’s specifications or designs, (v) product that is not manufactured by Supplier, and (iv)
claims with respect to third party hardware or software.
5. Termination. Upon the termination of this Contract for any reason, each party, including
Permitted Sublicensees, will have 30 days to remove all Trademarks from signage, websites,
and the like bearing the other party’s name or logo (excepting Sourcewell’s pre-printed
catalog of suppliers which may be used until the next printing). Supplier must return all
marketing and promotional materials, including signage, provided by Sourcewell, or dispose
of it according to Sourcewell’s written directions.
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6. Digital & Intellectual Property. Use, implementation, and deployment of software and
hosted software products proprietary to Supplier (“Software”) shall be subject to, and
governed by, Supplier's standard terms for such Software and Software related professional
services in effect from time to time at https://www.johnsoncontrols.com/techterms
(collectively, the “Software Terms”). Applicable Software Terms are incorporated herein by
this reference. Other than the right to use the Software as set forth in the Software Terms,
Supplier and its licensors reserve all right, title, and interest (including all intellectual
property rights) in and to the Software and improvements to the Software. The Software
that is licensed hereunder is licensed subject to the Software Terms and not sold. If there is
a conflict between the other terms herein and the Software Terms, the Software Terms
shall take precedence and govern with respect to rights and responsibilities relating to the
Software, its implementation and deployment and any improvements thereto. Supplier
shall retain all right, title and interest in any (a) work provided to Sourcewell and any
Participating Entities, including without limitation, all software source and object code,
documentation, technical information or data, specifications and designs and any changes,
improvements or modifications thereto {“Deliverables”), and (b) Know-How {defined below)
employed by Supplier in the creation of the Deliverables or performance of the associated
work, whether known to Supplier prior to, or developed or discovered or acquired in
connection with, the performance of its obligations under this Contract. Ownership of all
Deliverables and Know-How shall vest solely in Supplier and no Deliverables shall be
deemed “works made for hire.” Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, ownership
of all source files used in the course of performing all associated work shall remain the
exclusive property of Supplier. For purposes of this Contract, “Know-How” means any
know-how, processes, techniques, concepts, methodologies, tools, analytical approaches,
database models and designs, discoveries, and ideas furnished, produced by, developed, or
used by Supplier in the creation or provision of the Deliverables or in the performance of
the Services, Products or Equipment, and any changes, improvements, or modifications
thereto or derivatives thereof. Additional terms and conditions or other required
transaction documentation related to Software Terms may be addressed directly between a
Participating Entity and Supplier depending upon the Software or offering, including any
applicable terms and conditions related to any Software subscriptions.

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released
without prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices,
informational pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices
prepared by or for the Supplier individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with
respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be

approved by Sourcewell. Send all approval requests to the Sourcewell Supplier Development
Administrator assigned to this Contract.
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D. ENDORSEMENT. The Supplier must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment,
Products, or Services.

14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE

The substantive and procedural laws of the State of Minnesota will govern this Contract. Venue
for all legal proceedings arising out of this Contract, or its breach, must be in the appropriate
state court in Todd County, Minnesota or federal court in Fergus Falls, Minnesota.

15. FORCE MAIJEURE

Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God
or other conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control. A party defaulting under
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

if any provision of this Contract is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal,
unenforceable, or void then both parties will be relieved from all obligations arising from that
provision. If the remainder of this Contract is capable of being performed, it will not be affected
by such determination or finding and must be fully performed.

17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES

A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and
address unresclved contract issues as follows:

1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and
waork in good faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary,
Sourcewell and the Supplier will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes
the issue(s), relevant impact, and positions of both parties.

2. Escalation. |f parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified
above, either Sourcewell or Supplier may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher
level of management. The Supplier will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.
3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the
Supplier must continue without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the
Contract that are not affected by the dispute. If the Supplier fails to continue without delay
to perform its responsibilities under the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed
work, the Supplier will bear any additional costs incurred by Sourceweli and/or its
Participating Entities as a result of such failure to proceed.

8. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract,
or any Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:
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1. Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or
2. A material breach of any term or condition of this Contract.

The party claiming default must provide written notice of the default, with 30 calendar days to
cure the default. Time allowed for cure will not diminish or eliminate any liability for liquidated
or other damages. If the default remains after the opportunity for cure, the non-defaulting
party may:

e Exercise any remedy provided by law or equity, or
e Terminate the Contract or any portion thereof, including any orders issued against the

Contract.

18. INSURANCE

A. REQUIREMENTS. At its own expense, Supplier must maintain insurance policy(ies) in effect
at all times during the performance of this Contract with insurance companyfies) licensed or
authorized to do business in the State of Minnesota having an “AM BEST” rating of A- or better,
with coverage and limits of insurance not less than the following:

1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability.
Workers’ Compensation: As required by any applicable law or regulation.
Employer's Liability Insurance: must be provided in amounts not less than listed below:
Minimum limits:
$500,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident
$500,000 policy limit for bodily injury by disease
$500,000 each employee for bodily injury by disease

2.  Commercial General Liability Insurance. Supplier will maintain insurance covering its
operations, with coverage on an occurrence basis, and must be subject to terms no less
broad than the Insurance Services Office (“ISO”) Commercial General Liability Form
CGO001 (2001 or newer edition), or equivalent. At a minimum, coverage must include
liability arising from premises, operations, bodily injury and property damage,
independent contractors, products-completed operations including construction defect,
contractual liability, blanket contractual liability, and personal injury and advertising
injury. All required limits, terms and conditions of coverage must be maintained during
the term of this Contract.

Minimum Limits:

$1,000,000 each occurrence Bodily Injury and Property Damage

$1,000,000 Personal and Advertising Injury

$2,000,000 aggregate for Products-Completed operations

$2,000,000 general aggregate
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3. Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract,
Supplier will maintain insurance covering all owned, hired, and non-owned automobiles
in limits of liability not less than indicated below. The coverage must be subject to terms
no less broad than ISO Business Auto Coverage Form CA 0001 (2010 edition or newer),
or equivalent,

Minimum Limits:

$1,000,000 each accident, combined single limit

4. Umbrella Insurance. During the term of this Contract, Supplier will maintain
umbrella coverage over Employer’s Liability, Commaercial General Liability, and
Commercial Automobile.

Minimum Limits:

$2,000,000

5. Network Security and Privacy Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract,
Supplier will maintain coverage for network security and privacy liability. The coverage
may be endorsed on another form of liability coverage or written on a standalone
policy. The insurance must cover claims which may arise from failure of Supplier’s
security resulting in, but not limited to, computer attacks, unauthorized access,
disclosure of not public data — including but not limited to, confidential or private
information, transmission of a computer virus, or denial of service.

Minimum limits:

$2,000,000 per occurrence

$2,000,000 annual aggregate

Failure of Supplier to maintain the required insurance will constitute a material breach entitling
Sourcewell to immediately terminate this Contract for default.

8. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to commencing under this Contract, Supplier must
furnish to Sourcewell a certificate of insurance, as evidence of the insurance required under this
Contract. Prior to expiration of the policy(ies), renewal certificates must be mailed to
Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN 56479 or sent to the
Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator assigned to this Contract. The certificates must
be signed by a person authorized by the insurer{s) to bind coverage on their behalf.

Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Supplier to provide
certificates of insurance, in no way limits or relieves Supplier of its duties and responsibilities in
this Contract.

C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTQORY
INSURANCE CLAUSE. Supplier agrees to list Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including
their officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Supplier's commercial
general liability insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or
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“work” performed by or on behalf of Supplier, and products and completed operations of
supplier. The policy provision(s} or endorsement(s) must further provide that coverage is
primary and not excess over or contributory with any other valid, applicable, and collectible
insurance or self-insurance in force for the additional insureds.

D. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. Supplier waives and must require (by endorsement or
otherwise) all its insurers to waive subrogation rights against Sourcewell and other additional
insureds for losses paid under the insurance policies required by this Contract or other
insurance applicable to the Supplier or its subcontractors. The waiver must apply to all
deductibles and/or self-insured retentions applicable to the required or any other insurance
maintained by the Supplier or its subcontractors. Where permitted by law, Supplier must
require similar written express waivers of subrogation and insurance clauses from each of its
subcontractors.

E. UMBRELLA/EXCESS LIABILITY/SELF-INSURED RETENTION. The limits required by this
Contract can be met by either providing a primary policy or in combination with
umbrella/excess liability policy(ies), or self-insured retention.

19, COMPLIANCE

A. LAWS AND REGULATIONS. All Equipment, Products, or Services provided under this
Contract must comply fully with applicable federal laws and regulations, and with the laws in
the states and provinces in which the Equipment, Products, or Services are sold.

B. LICENSES. Supplier must maintain a valid and current status on all required federal,
state/provincial, and local licenses, bonds, and permits required for the operation of the
business that the Supplier conducts with Sourcewell and Participating Entities.

20. BANKRUPTCY, DEBARMENT, OR SUSPENSION CERTIFICATION

Supplier certifies and warrants that it is not in bankruptcy or that it has previously disclosed in
writing certain information to Sourcewell related to bankruptcy actions. If at any time during
this Contract Supplier declares bankruptcy, Supplier must immediately notify Sourcewell in
writing.

Supplier certifies and warrants that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred,
suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from programs
operated by the State of Minnesota; the United States federal government or the Canadian
government, as applicable; or any Participating Entity. Supplier certifies and warrants that
neither it nor its principals have been convicted of a criminal offense related to the subject
matter of this Contract. Supplier further warrants that it will provide immediate written notice
to Sourcewell if this certification changes at any time.
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21. PROVISIONS FOR NON-UNITED STATES FEDERAL ENTITY PROCUREMENTS UNDER
UNITED STATES FEDERAL AWARDS OR OTHER AWARDS

Participating Entities that use United States federal grant or FEMA funds to purchase goods or
services from this Contract may be subject to additional requirements including the
procurement standards of the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles and Audit
Requirements for Federal Awards, 2 C.F.R. § 200. Participating Entities may have additional
requirements based on specific funding source terms or conditions. Within this Article, al!
references to “federal” should be interpreted to mean the United States federal government.
The following list only applies when a Participating Entity accesses Supplier’s Equipment,
Products, or Services with United States federal funds.

A. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY. Except as otherwise provided under 41 C.F.R. § 60, all
contracts that meet the definition of “federally assisted construction contract” in 41 C.F.R. § 60-
1.3 must include the equal opportunity clause provided under 41 C.F.R. §60-1.4(b), in
accordance with Executive Order 11246, “Equal Employment Opportunity” (30 FR 12319,
12935, 3 C.F.R. §, 1964-1965 Comp., p. 339), as amended by Executive Order 11375, “Amending
Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity,” and implementing
regulations at 41 C.F.R. § 60, “Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal
Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor.” The equal opportunity clause is incorporated
herein by reference.

B. DAVIS-BACON ACT, AS AMENDED (40 U.5.C. § 3141-3148). When required by federal
program legislation, all prime construction contracts in excess of $2,000 awarded by non-
federal entities must include a provision for compliance with the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. §
3141-3144, and 3146-3148) as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 C.F.R. § 5,
“Labor Standards Provisions Applicable to Contracts Covering Federally Financed and Assisted
Construction”}. In accordance with the statute, contractors must be required to pay wages to
laborers and mechanics at a rate not less than the prevailing wages specified in a wage
determination made by the Secretary of Labor. In addition, contractors must be required to pay
wages not less than once a week. The non-federal entity must place a copy of the current
prevailing wage determination issued by the Department of Labor in each solicitation. The
decision to award a contract or subcontract must be conditioned upon the acceptance of the
wage determination.

b. The contract being awarded pursuant to the national cooperative model must have been
awarded by a contracting unit as defined in ¢. 139, and cannot have been awarded by a non-profit
or private organization, even if a member of the cooperative. Stated differently, Chapter 139 only
permits contracting units to access national cooperative contracts that were solicited by another
“contracting unit” as defined by the statute.

c. The original bid must have been advertised as a national cooperative contract (or a regional
contract that includes New Jersey in its region) — not as a strictly local contract that is made
“national” or “regional” after the receipt of bids. This is required so that vendors that bid on
these contracts know the scope of government agencies outside of the issuing agency that could
potentially use the contract. Such information can affect pricing and the range of bidders.

The Social Services Division, as the Administrative Agency for the City of Jacksonville's Human Trafficking
Victim Assistance Fund, wishes to solicit proposals from community-based 501 (c) (3) organizations to provide
funding that demonstrates innovative strategies to create, expand, or enhance services to human trafficking
victims using a multidisciplinary approach to fight human frafficking. Those services could include housing,
specialized services and/or innovative ideas designed to reduce human trafficking or respond fo the needs of
human trafficking victims.

Terms for future funding will be at
the discretion of the City of Jacksonville. The amount of funding allocated to provide human trafficking services
is $250,000. Qualified agencies awarded funding as a resuilt of this solicitation for proposals will become
professional services providers for the City of Jacksonville Social Services Division.
