WHEREAS: A wide variety of public agencies, community-based organizations, schools, 
libraries, museums,_recreation centers, summer camps, and businesses in 
the Jacksonville community contribute to the well-being of youth through 
summer programming; and 

WHEREAS: In Jacksonville, summer learning experiences are a critical component of our 
community's collective effort to ensure Duval County's educational recovery 
and that all students continue to grow and thrive through and beyond the 
COVID-19 pandemic.
