On December 28, 1970, President Richard Nixon signed into law the
Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), which went into effect on April
28, 1971; and

OSHA was intended to provide American workers the right to a safe
workplace and requiring employers to provide safe conditions. However,
tens of thousands of American workers continue to be killed by workplace
injuries and occupational disease every year and tens of thousands more
are permanently disabled, injured, or made ill; and

Various organizations including Northeast Florida Safety Council, First Coast
Manufacturers Association, Associated Builders and Contractors - First
Coast Chapter, Northeast Florida Builders Association, American Society of
Safety Professionals, and OSHA - Jacksonville Office, are determined to
prevent these tragedies. All employers, including local government, are
urged to dedicate their efforts to improving workplace safety, seeking
stronger health standard enforcement, and treating workers with dignity as
constant improvements in worker safety are pursued; and

Each April, Workers” Memorial Day is observed as a day to remember those
who have suffered and died on the job; and

Since 1989, workers and local government leaders have gathered on April
28th to commemorate those who have lost their lives working to provide a
good standard of living for their families and communities; and

Americans can honor our workers by observing Workers’ Memorial Day,
remembering those victims of workplace injuries and disease, and
rededicating ourselves to improving safety and health in every American
workplace.
