The 1st notice of grant award was received in the amount of $2,085,298 which represents 37% of anticipated Part A funding.  Notice of the balance of the award will be sent as soon as Congress passes a budget or extends the continuing resolution.  Final training
for the PLWHA Committee on ‘Conflict Resolution’ will be held at their next meeting on March 10. There was a motion and second to approve Sharon Hunter and Nathaniel Hendley to the Proxy Pool.  For re-appointments, Ms. Williams stated member’s names and votes were cast individually: David Andress, Kerry Dunlavey, Kimberly Geib, Leon V. Green, Jacquelyn Nash, Carolyn Patterson, Patricia Sampson, Ellen Schmitt, Derya Williams, and Annie Youngblood were approved for another two-year term on the Planning Council. Mark Cleveland cast one opposing vote for the reappointment of Leon V. Green.
