A.  Visitability Ordinance
      1.  Guest Advisor – Larry Murr, Owner – Lawrence Murr Remodeling and  
           Certified Aging in Place Specialist, gave a brief overview of his background and  
           experience as an “aging in place Specialist,” which is a certified program offered 
           by the National Association of Homebuilders.  The certification has become very 
           popular in Jacksonville.  The classes consist of how to market the ideas of aging-
           in-place, universal design and installation and business management.  People 
           have become more aware of this idea due to the national certification, baby 
           boomers aging and the support of AARP.   Bathrooms are the most requested 
           area to be remodeled.

           The committee had a lengthy discussion regarding “visitability.”  The committee
           shared a desire to have the support of the Northeast Florida Builders Association 
           and other stakeholders.  Mr. Murr stated he would like to work with the         
           Commission regarding visitability and would inquire about the Northeast Florida  
           Builders Association’s potential support for this effort.
