I. Call to Order
Commissioner Dan O’Connor, Committee Chair, called the meeting to order at 2:10 p.m.


II. Approval of Minutes – June 2, 2011
The minutes will be approved at the next meeting.

III. Update – Committee Chairs’ Meeting
Commissioner O’Connor stated that Ms. Hill will facilitate a discussion at the next meeting on the committee’s vision and direction.  Action items will also be discussed at the meeting.  Commission O’Connor asked Commissioner Lopez if she would be willing to serve as vice chair for the committee.  Commissioner Lopez agreed.

III. Old Business
A. Visitability

1. Components of the Ordinance
Commissioner O’Connor stated he will review the information from other contact cities and counties on visitability requirements for all new construction, i.e. Arizona and Santa Fe.  He will also inquire if there is someone who would be willing to participate in a conference call.


2. Subject Matter Experts/Stakeholders
Commissioner Lopez asked the committee to look at the white papers (academic research documents) and the report from AARP which has been distributed.  She agreed to contact subject matters experts and will invite them to a September roundtable meeting.  In addition, she will summarize the research documents so they can be reviewed at the next meeting.

Commissioner Lopez will develop proposed questions to be reviewed at the August meeting.  These questions will be asked of the subject matter experts at the September meeting.

Ms. Hill stated she would like the committee to have clarity around definitions and language so that everyone is working from the same point of reference.  Ms. Hill recommended this be done before others are brought into the discussion (i.e. what does visitability mean?)   

Commissioner Harthill agreed to write a draft mission statement, to include definitions, for review at the August meeting.


IV. New Business
Ms. Hill shared that the JHRC has been put on a 60-day performance improvement plan (PIP) by HUD due to the untimely processing of housing complaints.  HUD is very please with the content and written investigations processed.  However, it is the timeliness of the complaints and documenting work efforts that are problematic.  The good news is that this (PIP) will help to process the current complaints in a timely manner.
