the road frontage for a third mobile home. There was no voice of opposition
during the vote.

e There was a motion to recommend denial of R-97-927 which would rezone
from RR to RLD-B to allow a mobile home on the property. There was no

voice of opposition during the vote.
e There was a motion to support Councilman Max Leggett in the appeal of the
judicial decision regarding the Yellow Bluff Road rezoning.

Crime Report

The crime reports were distributed among the CPAC members and reviewed. Mike
Castle addressed the police substation proposal for the North District.

Bicycle officers will be posted in the high crime areas such as Highlands and Pine
Lakes.

Steve Burnette expressed concern about the non-emergency numbers relating to
