Neighborhood Services Division

Lorrie DeFrank made several announcements to encourage attendance regarding the
Neighborhood Summit September 8 and Florida Neighborhood Conference October
5-7 in Fort Lauderdale. Ms. DeFrank stated that the NSD does not have funding this
year for CPAC members to go free but a letter has been generated to solicit sponsors.
She also reported that the NSD received 90 Matching Grant Applications and
$200,000 is available to grant recipients.

Parks, Recreation & Entertainment Department

Ann Peery reported that the city is converting to a one call line, 630-city. She also
provided an update on Lonnie Miller Park, although it is not in the north district. Ms.
Peery reported that there are signs posted stating that soil testing is going on. Parks &

Recreation is not sponsoring any events there. However they still allow walk up
traffic to utilize the park on their own. Handouts regarding safety precautions are
given to citizens. If residents requests permits for family reunions and other activities
they are given two pieces of paper attached to their permit that states that the park is
under the Environmental Protection Agency and a copy of the Super Fund Newsletter
details all the information associated with that park.

Ms. Peery further reported that at the last meeting Jessie Sammons asked about a
playscape at Sister’s Creek Marina. Ms. Peery reported that a playscape will be
provided in Sister’s Creek Master Plan in one element of the seven phases, but she
could not say when. She reported that there is money in the Mayor’s budget to allow
phases to develop faster than they otherwise would.

Florida Dept. Of Transportation (FDOT)

James Green reported on the status of road projects, to include the resurfacing of 1-95
from Myrtle to Edgewood should be done within the next two weeks; just in time for
us to start resurfacing Edgewood to Dunn Ave. which will include breaking up
existing slab pouring new slab, work underway September. Mr. Green stated that the
work may include several street closures and the bridge over Trout River, the details
on that is still forth coming. Mr. Green also reported that the Mobility 2000, projects
includes work to widen 1-95; 1-295 North to Georgia underway by the first of the
year, with six lanes all the way to Georgia. Resurfacing coming up for east of
Heckscher Drive; maintenance work is being done on Dame Point Bridge.

Harry Wagner made a request for lighting on 1-95 to 295. Mr Green said that he
would find out.
