James Lima Appointed Tax Roll Manager in Duval County
Duval County Property Appraiser Jim Overton has appointed James Lima as the county’s new Tax Roll Manager.  The Tax Roll Manager is responsible for the ongoing internal analysis of tax roll data for all real and tangible property accounts, county compliance with state reporting requirements and regulations, and ultimately, the certification of the tax roll each year. There are more than 350,000 real estate parcels in Duval County and more than 31,000 tangible personal property accounts that are maintained for the purpose of ad valorem taxation.
Lima has served as the Chief of the Land Records Division of the Property Appraiser’s Office since 2009 overseeing the updates to property maps and ownership conveyances for all real property records in Duval County.  Since joining the office in 2002, he has also served as a cadastralist and supervisor in the division prior to his appointment as chief.  Lima has a Bachelor’s Degree in Geography from the University of Florida and received the designation as a Master Cadastralist of Florida (MCF).
“Jim is extremely detail-oriented and is committed to quality work,” said Overton.  “His background in data analysis coupled with his knowledge of property tax laws and regulations will serve him well as the Tax Roll Manager.”
Lima began his new position on March 1 replacing the former Tax Roll Manager who retired at the end of February after more than thirty years of service with the Property Appraiser’s Office.
