that time fashionable women came from miles away in chauffeured limosines and 
private cars to privately shop at Sligh's. Later bought by Sarah and Bryce Barton from 

Mr. Sligh, it was the only place in the South, outside of Worth Avenue 
in Palm Beach, where you could find couturiers' Coco Chanel and Yves St. Laurent 

fashions directly from Paris, as well as the first Halston "wraps" and Trigere lines. 212 
Laura Street is a part of Jacksonville's history. As a salute, we feature a large white 

paper reindeer with fabric swathed into the clerestory for all to see and enjoy - like we 
used to do when we gathered snugly into our parents' car and took a trip "into town" to 

see the windows of the Jacksonville holiday season.
