The manual pad is a series of platforms and ramps that provides the opportunity for skaters to perform manuals in 
various ways such as flipping onto and off of the pad and coming in from different angles. 
 
“Manny” - or manual - is a skateboard trick in which the skater balances on two wheels while moving.  While the 
trick itself is somewhat simple, the many variations that can be achieved with the trick make it a staple in a skater’s 
repertoire and can be performed at a very advanced level. 
 
Huffman Boulevard Park opened in June 2007.  The park features a multi-purpose concrete slab for skaters, two 
multi-purpose fields, two basketball courts, two tennis courts, restroom facilities, a walking trail, an off-road bike 
trail, a playground and a pavilion.
