The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) rose 8.4 percent in April on a seasonally adjusted
basis, after increasing ©.1 percent in March, the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics reported today. Over the
last 12 months, the all items index increased 4.9 percent before seasonal adjustment.

The index for shelter was the largest contributor to the monthly all items increase, followed by increases in
the index for used cars and trucks and the index for gasoline. The increase in the gasoline indéx more than
offset declines in other energy component indexes, and the energy index rose 9.6 percent in April. The food
index was unchanged in April, as it was in March. The index for food at home fell @.2 percent over the month
while the index for foocd away from home rose @.4 percent.

The index for all items less food and energy rose @.4 percent in April, as it did in March. Indexes which
increased in April include shelter, used cars and trucks, motor vehicle insurance, recreation, household
furnishings and operations, and personal care. The index for airline fares and the index for new vehicles
were among those that decreased over the month.

The all items index increased 4.9 percent for the 12 months ending April; this was the smallest 12-month
increase since the period ending April 2021. The all items less food and energy index rose 5.5 percent over
the last 12 months. The ensrgy index decreased 5.1 percent for the 12 manths ending April, and the food index
increased 7.7 percent over the last year.

C. WORKMANSHIP and STANDARDS

1. All work is done to high quality marine construction standards. All welding will be in accordance with
welding procedures approved by the American Bureau of Shipping, Rules for Building, and Classing Aluminum
Vessels. The hull construction shall be welded, all welds continuous inside and outside all seams. No rivets. All
weld spatter, soot, and construction scars will be removed or faired. All sharp edges and comners are dressed to
prevent hazards to personnel and equipment. The vessel will be constructed of 5083 series marine grade
aluminum plate and 6000 series aluminum extrusions. No 6000 series aluminum shall not be used below deck
as stiffeners against the hull skin to prevent corrosion.

2. All fastenings to/through the huli shall be aluminum or 316 series stainless steel. If stainless steel, they shall
be isolated from aluminum. The utmost care must be taken to ensure that any chance of corrosion is eliminated.
Each manufacturer is responsible to explain how they isolate stainless steel from aluminum.

III. CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS
A. GENERAL

1. The bidder shall provide engineering services, for such time as may be necessary for the technical
supervision of the assembly, testing and certification of the vessel. All cost for 6 members of JFRD for
inspection including midpoint and final, testing, plan review, and approval shall be at the bidder’s expense. The
vessel shall be constructed in accordance with and comply with all applicable United States Coast Guard Rules
and Regulations, Code of Federal Regulations 46, American Bureau and Yachting Council and American
Bureau of Shipping.

2. All equipment shall be arranged so that it cannot be damaged by bilge water or within 12" of the bilge,
connections shall be contained in NEMA boxes as required by applicable standards.

3. All parts of the vessel shall be constructed of materials appropriate for the environment in which the vessel
will operate. Vessel will operate in a brackish/saltwater water environment.

4. The vessel shall be designed so that the various systems and parts are readily accessible for inspection,
adjustment, maintenance, lubrication and repair. Placement of equipment whenever possible shall allow for its
removal from the vessel without having to disturb permanently installed structural members, or equipment shall
be situated to allow for in-place overhaul and repair.
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5. Access and lightening holes shall be arranged clear of concentrated loads or areas of high stress.

6. Vessel shall have a field of vision from the helm suitable for safe navigation in all operating conditions and
meet ABYC requirements.

8. Port and starboard lights shall be provided and shall be controlled by a switch panel.

9. Vessel shall be equipped with a wheelhouse and large foredeck. Cabin shall be enclosed and engineered for a
three - person crew plus EMS providers/patients. Cabin shall have roof access by an exterior ladder with
sufficient step size and grab rail.

10. All windows, construction openings, piping and doors to cabin shall be weather tight.

11. Vessel design shall maximize storage in all areas, including inside the gunnels, and in the cabin.

B. DRAFT REQUIREMENTS and HULL CONFIGURATION

i. The fireboat draft will not exceed 28 inches in depth.

2. The hull design will be a deep “V" bottom with 18-degree deadrise aft and meets ISO 12217 stability
requirements. Vessel stability must be met without using added stability such as a foam collar. A “D” shaped
rub rail shall be on the outside of the gunnel at deck level. The vessel shall have full length tangent chines to
give a soft ride in rough water. Hull design shall be such as to reduce roll-out in high-speed tums to the
maximum extent practical.

3. The vessel must be extremely stable so that heavy loading on one side will not produce a large list.
4, While underway, the hull must be able to move spray and waves outboard giving a “dry’ ride.

5. During initial takeoff acceleration, the ride should be flat and not upward, with a trim angle not to exceed 6
degrees. This should reduce wetted surfaces and give high top speeds and efficient cruising capabilities without
putting excessive loads on engines.

6. Appropriate push knees with D rubber fendering will be incorporated into the bow design and not adversely
impact visibility or appreciably affect performance.

7. Bow push knees shall face downward towards the water.

8. Bow push knees shall be formed into a mushroom shape, so they cover the aluminum brace allowing one to
pen from an angle. Total length needs to be 41 2 inches.

9. Push knees shall extend past the ramp when the ramp is in the down position to prevent hitting ramp when
pinned.

10. Boat Shall maintain full buoyancy while in reverse

C. PILOTHOUSE

1. The pilothouse will be fully enclosed and fitted out with fixed window aft and 4 sliding windows on the
cabin sides, fixed 2 windows forward and doors leading out to the rear deck and forward deck that ¢an be closed
and locked, protecting the crew from outside influences. Five fixed spotter windows, one each port, starboard
and 3 front on cabin roof. Al windows shall be constructed of safety glass. The pilothouse will be outfitted with
a control console forward and to the starboard side. All vessel controls, gauges, breakers, electronics, etc. are
installed in the control console within immediate reach of the helmsman. The cabin has good overhead
clearance of 6’10’ minimum in the pilothouse. The configuration of the pilothouse should be configured with
forward sliding windows to give the best visibility and ventilation as possible. The cabin shall have shock
mitigating rubber flooring. The flooring shall be removable and be easily maintained.

2. Cabin windows shall provide 360-degree unobstructed visibility from the helm with the cabin door open or
closed. Windows shall be tinted safety glass with 98% UV blocking. All windows and aft cabin door shall be
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weather tight, waterproof, and locking. Rear & Forward cabin door shall have an integral stainless lockset, be
fully insulated, and be fitted with dogs for vessel security. Front windshield shall not be tinted.

3. Cabin windshield shall be slanted forward bottom to top to reduce glare and better visibility. Roof spotter
windows shall be mounted in the cabin roof for upper visibility as per the bidder's design. All windows shall be
anodized aluminum frame of high quality.

4. The cabin shall be constructed, and sound insulated to provide a maximum internal cabin (dB) decibel rating
of 85 db with the door and windows closed when operating at rated engine capacity in any weather condition.
Adequate acoustic insulating of hull, cabin, pump space, and engine space to provide this maximum level of
noise exposure is the responsibility of the Bidder.

5. The front windshields shall have windshield wipers with intermittent operations, and a freshwater reservoir.
6. Front windshield shall have a defroster and window heating film

7. There shall be a hinged radar mast installed on the aft part of the cabin roof. The mast must be easily hinged
and handled by one person in all weather conditions. The mast must be supported when inverted. Bidders to
provide drawings. The following items must be able to be mounted on the mast or arch: radar scanner, other
navigational lights, and flag halyard.

8. Floodlights will be such to fully light up a scene for 360 degrees, and light up the work deck.
9. The pilothouse will include a designated space for a work bench and storage under it.

10. Cabin shall have rubber stress matting throughout, to reduce crew stress. Matting must be removable and
washable.

11. Vessel shall have a fully insulated interior. All cladding shall meet USCG fire rating requirements. Cladding
shall be easily cleaned and maintained. Bidder shall supply sample and descriptive literature to detail the
cladding they propose. Paneling should be easily removable and cleanable for craft maintenance.

12. Exposed interior aluminum shall be painted with light Black Zolatone paint. The cabin shall have a white
exterior and hull side’s red, paint finish with appropriate epoxy primers. The hull bottom will be an
international paint system with epoxy primers and antifoul as per the paint manufacturer’s specifications.

13. Helm seats shall have a minimum of 20 inches in width. Three suspension type seats with fore and aft
sliders shall be provided. Armrest shall be operable. Mounting shall provide for area below seat to be used for
storage.

E. WORK DECK and EQUIPMENT

Deck area will be self-bailing and coated with a non-skid safety surface. The deck will have a large work area to
facilitate dive operations, fire operations, rescue operations, and medical operations. The foredeck shall have a
bow ramp 75" wide. The bow ramp shall be opened and closed by an electric motor with a simple manual
override. Both the cable and the system shall be able to withstand corrosion from both salt and brackish waters
and the parts must be readily available for maintenance.

There must be a small aft deck behind the house at foredeck level. The 1500 gpm pump/engine must be in front
of cabin and recessed down into hull with a hinged box lid, to reduce the pump/engine box height.

1. A large tow post will be located on the stemn for towing and will be attached to a structural member of the
vessel.

9. The pump/engine hatch shall be weather-tight, drainage shall be provided to reduce collection of standing
water. Hatches shall be provided with robust 316 Aluminum hinges to prevent movement during rough
conditions.

10. Large Storage Box shall be provided on deck area 16 inches in height by 16 inches deep by 48 inches in
length. (Location TBD by JFRD)

F. ELECTRICAL

1. Wiring shall be installed as per ABYC and United States Coast Guard Rules and Regulations as a minimum.
The Bidder shall provide an electrical schematic in the manual package. The schematic shall be a one-line
diagram, follow the electrical runs as installed in the vessel, and match the labeling of the wiring runs. This
shall not be a generic drawing, but an exact diagram of the purchased vessel. Wiring shall be loomed, and all
hull contact points shall have grommets, all wiring runs shall be properly supported with no chafe points.
Wiring runs shall be concealed behind cabin walls, cladding, or decorative cable trays, etc. Exposed wiring will
not be accepted. Wiring shall be isolated from the hull to prevent electrolysis.

2. Wiring runs shall have easy access through removable panels, cable trays. Bidders shall provide details of
their standard wiring installation practice with their bids.

3. Navigation lighting will be provided by USCG regulations for vessels of this size and service and marine
grade. Approved lights will be arranged to display the correct light signals for free running, anchoring.

4. Electrical breaker panels shall be DC panels with sufficient and properly sized breakers for electrical and
electronic gear. Breaker panels shall provide four additional breakers as spares for future additions to the vessel.
All breaker panels shall be Blue Sea backlit panels and have indicating lights for each breaker. A second panel
shall be readily accessible to the helm and control the following items (other panels may be acceptable, but
bidder will need prior approval before bidding alternate panels).

It
shall have its own panel in the cabin with remote starting.

17. Generator raw water pick up must be in a location to allow it to be used while underway so it shall never
lose prime.

G. FENDERING and MOORING
l. A heavy duty 3” ‘D’ shaped rubber shall be fitted around the bow and sides of the vessel.

H. PAINT, MARKINGS, and PREPARATION

1. Paint system must be epoxy or polyurethane and must provide corrosion resistance from stray electrical
current. Painted areas shall be sandblasted and prepared in accordance with the paint manufacture’s
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specifications. Topcoats shall be free of runs and have a high gloss finish. Final paint dry film thickness shall be
provided in accordance with paint manufacture’s instructions. The hull shall be painted red and the cabin white.

2. The interior exposed aluminum surfaces shall be painted with light grey Zolatone, the exterior of the cabin
shall be painted white with appropriate epoxy primers and the bottom shall be antifouled.

3. The underwater portion of the hull wili be coated with an epoxy bond coat and antifoul paint according to
International Coating recommendations. Two coats bottom paint over three coats underwater primer.

4. Vessel to include JFRD lettering “Jacksonville Fire Rescue” and white stripe installed by MCM. JFRD to
include Medallion to be installed by MCM. JFRD will determine all colors of lettering and stripes.

IV. FIRE MAIN SYSTEM and DISCHARGE OUTLETS
A. FIREFIGHTING CAPABILITY

1. The fireboat will be able to pump at a minimum, 1500 gallons per minute at appropriate nozzle pressures.
Higher gpm is desired. Water will be delivered to a minimum of three locations on the boat.

2. The 2000 GPM Elkhart 8394 brass hard-wired monitor will be operated electronically from inside the cabin
at the fire fighting control station for the roof mounted monitor. The fire fighting control center shall provide
complete control of the fire pump and associated automated equipment. The control center shall provide
maximum visual observation of fire fighting operations, while maintaining protection from smoke, heat, and
weather. Piping shall not obstruct the vision of the operator or crew at anytime.

3. Pump monitoring pressure gauges shall be provided and be adequate for the proper and safe operation of the
pump. This shall include pump engine controls, discharge pressure gauge, oil pressure and temperature gauges.
All controls and gauges shall be mounted at the firefighting console top port of the helm station.

4. The pump shall have 2 X 5” large diameter discharges on the foredeck, up on the gunnels. Piping shall be 4
or 5” as required schedule 40 aluminum pipe. All 3 discharges are to have individual shut-off valves.

5. Install an indicator that tells the operator what position the roof monitor is in.

B. HYDRANT OUTLETS

The fireboat will be able to deliver water to a shore side dock or vehicle supply. The shore side supply will be
provided through a 5" Storz coupling with cap.

C. FIREFIGHTING PUMP SYSTEM

1. A single, dedicated gasoline marine engine shall be used to power a fixed firefighting system. Fuel shall be
supplied by 1 fuel tank.

The Design-Build Firm may be required to attend and participate in Public Meetings at a time, date, and
location to be determined by the City.

N. Quality Management Plan (QMP):
1. Desigr:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy and
coordination of all surveys, designs, drawings, specifications, geotechnical and other services furnished
by the Design-Build Firm under this contract.

The Design-Build Firm shall provide a Design Quality Management Plan, which describes the Quality
Control (QC) procedures to be utilized to verify, independently check, and review all design drawings,
specifications, and other documentation prepared as a part of the contract. In addition, the QMP shall
establish a Quality Assurance (QA) program to confirm that the Quality Control procedures are followed.
The Design-Build Firm shall describe how the checking and review processes are to be documented to
verify that the required procedures were followed.

The Design-Builder includes Florida State Sales Tax.

The Design-Builder includes the cost of Davis-Bacon Prevailing Wage Rates.

The Design-Builder excludes the cost to implement the American Iron and Steel provision of P.L 113-76,
Consolidate Appropriations Act, 2014.

Design-Builder does not guarantee any specific line item provided as part of the GMP, and has sole discretion
to apply payment due to overruns in one line item to savings due to underruns in any other line item. Design-
Builder agrees, however, that it will be responsible for paying all costs of completing the Work which exceed
the GMP, as adjusted in accordance with the Contract Document.

The Design-Builder includes cost for temporary utility connections for power, telephone, data, and water.
Temporary utility usage for telephone, and data are specifically included. Temporary utility usage of water
and power beyond typical construction use is specifically excluded.

The Design-Builder excludes temporary and permanent utility connection and associated impact fees. Risk
Register item has been inciuded to address this scope but may not be sufficient for final costs.

The Design-Builder excludes the removal, hauling, disposal, and replacement of unsuitable soils not identified
by the Geotechnical Survey.

The Design-Builder excludes the removal and replacement of rock not identified by the Geotechnical Survey.
The Design-Builder excludes the removal, hauling, disposal, and abatement of any contaminated soils or
groundwater. The area will be testing in accordance with the Phase 2 ESA. Cost associated with any clean
up or haul off will need to be determined once testing is completed.

The Design-Builder excludes the removal, hauling, disposal, and abatement of hazardous materials and
associated abatement. An allowance for building demolition has been established but may not be sufficient.
The Design-Builder has included an aliowance for Permit Fees. Reconciliation of project costs to occur at
completion.

The Design-Builder includes Survey Fees.

The Design-Builder has not included any specific JSEB or Small Business contracting goals. It is understood
that this project is exempt due to federal funding component. Haskell will work with the City to identify small
business contracting opportunities when feasible.

The Design-Builder has included the costs associated with rental and rental agreement of 1604 San Marco
Blvd for project offices, outreach and laydown. Costs for exterior improvements of this property have not
been included.
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15. The Design-Builder has excluded any costs for the restoration of City roadways. It is expected that roadways
will be replaced as part of this project.

16. The Design-Builder excludes the cost for cathodic protection.

17. The Design-Builder excludes the cost to encase any yard piping not indicated on the contract drawings.

18. The Design-Builder excludes the cost to fill the diesel fuel tanks.

19. The Design-Builder has included language in the bidding documents for pricing to be valid for 120 days
following initial pricing submission date. Some scopes require action prior to bid expiration date.
Haskell will work with the City to identify early release procurement items and fast track for release.
Haskell understands that full City approval may take longer than 120 days to eccur and will work with
the City in good faith in the best interest of the project.

20. Design-builder has included 10 D-Rings with 5 harnesses in our proposal.

21. Pricing proposal acknowledged previously authorized construction funding as part of amendment #1.

22. Pricing proposal includes 100% design costs and T&M costs for EOR services during construction.
EOR services during construction scope no longer includes costs for continuous onsite EOR services.
A portion of the EORs estimate for services during construction has been included in the GMP
($425,000). Additional funds have been included in the contingency for use above and beyond the
SDC budget established. These additional funds shall be autharized by City staff as needed. All EOR
costs for services during construction will be submitted to the City for review and approval. AE
Engineer will work with Design-Builder to insure that approval does not negatively impact project
schedule.

23. Design-Builder have not included costs for environmental permitting for Greenscape Bulkhead
Replacement project. It is expected that RS&H will address through professional services contract
directly with City.

24. Design-Builder does not include costs for RS&H services during construction or further design for
Greenscape Bulkhead Replacement project. It is expected that RS&H will address through
professional services contract directly with City.

25. Design-Builder does not include costs for severe weather impacts to the project. It is difficult to quantify
at this time and will addressed on a case by case basis.

26. Design-Builder expects general conditions efficiencies and overlap with the drainage portion of the
project. Those efficiencies and overlaps will be addressed in the Drainage GMP.

27. Design-Builders general conditions and general requirements have been reviewed by representatives
of the City based on a detailed review of duration, quantities, and rates and have been accepted.
These items will be billed as a lump sum based on percent complete of the contract. It is understood
that actual costs incurred may differ from lump sum billing and are at the risk of the Design Builder.

The permitting & material testing allowance will be the only line items reconciled at the conclusion of the

project.
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8. Design-Builder has included in the installation of a temporary cofferdam at the Greenscape Bulkhead
Replacement to facilitate the installation of 48" outfall piping.

29. Design-Builder has included costs to supply and install 48" ductile iron piping outfall in lieu of HDPE as
indicated on the construction documents. The viability of installing HDPE will continue to be evaluated
but at this time it is believed that HDPE can not be installed in this area due to numerous utility conflicts
and close proximity to existing residences and traffic.

30. Design-Builder has included an allowance for Greenscape Park restoration. Design-Builder will provide
cost backup for all costs incurred for this scope of work since it is difficult to determine all impacts to
Greenscape Park due to the marine and outfall scopes of work at this time.

31. Design-Builder has included a line item in the risk register for vibration and settiement monitor per the
City request on April 20, 2023. Design-Builder is currently obtaining a quote for these services and will
provide as soon as it's available.

32. Design-Builder proposes the following contingency usage language:

o The GMP includes a Contingency in the amount of One Million Seven Hundred Fifty Three
Thousand Nine Hundred and Forty Five Dollars ($1,753,945) which is available for Design-
Builder's exclusive use for unanticipated costs it has incurred that are not the basis for a
Change Order under the Contract Documents. The Design-Builder will be required to
receive COJ authorization, which shall not be unreasonably withheld without limitation, prior
to using any of the Design-Builder Contingency funds. If COJ does not deny within ten (10)
business days of request. the Design-Builder may use the Contingency funds as if the
reguest had been approved by COJ.

33. Design Builder's proposal is in compliance with applicable standards referenced in design drawings and
specifications. Inclusion of and requirements of additional, specific standards, including but not limited to
those developed by, FDOT, JEA, AASHTO, MUTCD, will be evaluated on a case by case basis and may be
eligible for equitable adjustment to the contract.

34. Design Builder’s proposal is based on Waiver of Consequential Damages. Neither party shall be liable to the
other party for any special, indirect, consequential, incidental or punitive damages, lost profits, lost business
opportunity, however caused and on any theory of liability arising in any way out of this agreement. This
provision in no way waives or limits the sovereign immunity granted to owner through the Florida constitution
as codified in §768.28, Florida Statutes.

35. In accordance with Section 7.D of the Contract, the liquidated damages for each day that Substantial
Completion extends beyond the LD Date for the Specific Project as agreed upon by the parties is
$1,500 per day. Owner and Design-Builder agree that the total liability Design-Builder has for any
liquidated damages that may be assessed under this Agreement for failure to achieve the Contract
Times shall not exceed five percent (5%) of the Maximum Indebtedness.

Surveying and layout.

Cunting off piles below grade.
Dewatering.

Loading/hauling of surface spoils.

The following facilities and services shall be provided by the General Contractor or the Owner at no cost to Morris-Shea:
Working Surface: The working surface at the site shall be prepared and maintained by the General Contractor such that it 15 wafTicable
for our installation equipment, support equipment, and delivery vehicles at all foundation and laydown locations. The site and any
access roads should be all-weather, fitm, level, free draining, unobstructed, and with access ramps to/from working pads no steeper than
6H:1V and minimum 20" wide, such that loaded ready mix concrete trucks, forklifts, wheel loaders, and tractor trailer loads of material
and equipment can make deliveries to any point on the site under their own power and all equipment can move safely and efficiently
across the site without the need for mats or plates or rutting up the site.

1. CONTRACT TERMS: The buyer listed on the face of this Quotation/Sales Contract (“Buyer”) acknowledges, understands, and agrees thal, by accepting this
Quotation/Sales Contract (“Quotation/Sales Contract’}, it shall be bound by the terms and conditions set forth herein (“Terms and Conditions”). Buyer further
acknowledges, understands, and agrees that said Terms and Conditions shall be enforceable against Buyer by County Materials Corporation and all of its
divisions, subsidiaries, affiliates, privies, assigns, associated or affiliated companies, corporations, parinerships, successors, and insurers, including but not
limited to Central Processing Corporation and A-1 Transit Corporation (“Seller”). The sole agreement of the parties shall be made up of (1) this Quotation/Sales
Contract, (2) Buyer's credit application, if any, and (3) Seller's order confirmation, if any (“Agreement”). This Agreement is the sole agreement under which
Buyer shall purchase goods, materials, services, and/or products {“Products”) from Seller, and acceptance of any purchase order from Buyer is hereby made
expressly conditional upon Buyer's acceptance of the Agreement. Any different or additional terms or conditions contained in Buyer’s acceptance of this
Quotation/Sales Contract, whether by purchase order ar otherwise, are hereby objected to by Seller and shall have no effect on, and not become part of, the
Agreement. Additional terms or changes to the Agreement, and aileged subsequent agreements bewween the parties, shall not be effective as against the Seller
unless signed by an authorized representative of the Seller.

2. CREDIT AND PAYMENT: Buyer agrees to make prompt payment in accordance with the terms hereof, without reference 1o Buyer’s agreement with any other
party, and with no right of setoff or retention. If delivery is to be delayed past the delivery date specified in this Agreement, either at the request of Buyer or
through no fault of Seller, Buyer shali pay promptly in full for ail Products sold hereunder. If Buyer is or becomes insolvent, or is unable to pay its debts as they
mature, or files or has filed against it a bankruptey, insolvency, or similar petition, or if Seller in good faith doubts the ability of the Buyer to pay, Seller may
demand cash payment in advance before shipments are made. In the event Buyer fails to make the demanded payment within fifteen (15) days after Seller’s
demand, Seller may cancel the unperformed portion of the contract, without prejudice to its right to hold Buyer liable for all harm or damages resulting from its
failure to pay.

3. INTEREST AND COSTS: Invoices not paid when due shall bear interest at the rate of 1 1/2% per month if not prohibited by law, otherwise at the highest
lawfu! contract rate. Buyer shall be responsible for paying such interest incurred upon demand, together with reasonable costs of collection (including atiomeys'
fees and expenses) whether or not a lawsuit is commenced.

4. TAXES: Sales, use, excise, or similar taxes arising out of or relating o the sale, delivery, instaliation, or use of the Products, if any, are not included in the
price on the Quotation/Sales Contract excepl as otherwise specified herein or in a separate writien agreement between Buyer and Seller. In the absence of an
exemplion or resale certificate acceptable to Seller and to the respeclive taxing authority, all such taxes are the sole responsibility of and shall be paid by Buyer.
At any time Seller shall have the right to separately bill Buyer for such taxes which the Seller may have been required to pay and the Buyer shall promptly
reimburse the Seller for the entire amount of such taxes.

5. CHANGE ORDERS: Change orders after receipt of Buyer's order may necessitate rescheduling estimated delivery date(s) for Buyer's order. Change orders
may result in additional charges for time, labor, and/or materials costs, which shall increase the Buyer's contract price stated in this Quotation/Sales Contract.
Buyer understands and acknowledges any change order made by Buyer may delay the delivery date for the Product(s) ordered and Buyer agrees to bear any
additional costs arising out of or resulting from any change order made by Buyer, pursuant to the Terms and Conditions herein. Buyer and Seller shall agree on
the necessary changes in price and estimated delivery date(s), if any, for any change in scape or additional work before Seller is obligated to proceed with any
change requested by Buyer

6. DELAYS: Buyer shall reimburse Seller for all expenses incurred by Seller which arise out of delays, including, withaut limitation, delays caused by Buyer,
such as failure to timely submit necessary documents, approvals, or information needed by the Seller, the failure to accept delivery on a timely basis, etc. Seller
will not be responsible for any delays resulting from a force majeure event, as set out in this Agreement below. Shipments of orders delayed for any reason in
whole or in part beyond the control of Seller and beyond one (1) month of the ordered date are subject to an increase based on increased labor and materials
costs. Any statements made relating to delivery dates, shipping dates, or production dales are not warranties and do not form part of the basis of the coniract.
Present lead limes are good faith estimates and are not contractual nor are they intended to imply that time is of the essence.

7. DELIVERY TERMS:
{1} All scheduled delivery dates are approximate.

{2) Seller's responsibility for delivery shall cease FOB shipping point or, if Seller agrees to deliver FOB delivery site, at the curbside or street frontage of the
address of delivery. If Buyer requires Seller to cross a curb line or enter private property to make delivery on site, Buyer shall be responsible for providing Seller
with safe and adequate access 10 the site, along with a certificate of insurance, and Seller shall not be liable for any damage resuiting from delivery of Products
on private property or when required to deliver inside a curb line. Seller shall have the right to charge the Buyer the sum of $90.00 per hour of waiting time in
excess of one hour, and Buyer shall pay such charge upon demand.

(3) The driver of the delivery vehicle is empowered to refuse delivery or continue delivery if. in his opinion, the point where the Product is to be delivered is
unsafe or is likely to prove dangerous. If the delivery vehicle is required to deliver at any point off a public road, the Buyer will be responsible for any and all
damage to vehicles, pipes. manholes, underground utilities or any other property of any sort resulting therefrom and hereby indemnifies the Seller against any
and all loss, damage, claims, costs, including legal costs on an indemnity basis or demands which the Seller may incur as a result of such delivery.

{4) Traffic control services shall be provided by the Buyer whenever required for safe delivery, and site access and egress.

{5) In the event that the Buyer requests that any Product be deposited on a street or public highway the Buyer shall be responsible for compliance with any
and all city, county, or state regulations and/or permits and for all steps which need to be taken for the protection at all times of persons or property and shall
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Seller for any and all costs, claims, losses or expenses, including legal costs and fees, which the Seller may incur as
a result of such delivery.

16. INSPECTION AND TESTING: All requests for inspections or tests not regularly conducted by the Seller are for the Buyer’s account, and must be made by
separate agreement as to the nature, extent of, and charges for such inspections or tests,

17. INSPECTION AND REJECTION OF NON-CONFORMING PRODUCTS: (a) Buyer shall inspect all Products within 48 hours of receipt (the “Inspection
Period”). Buyer will be deemed to have accepted the Products unless it notifies Seller in writing of any non-conferming Products during the Inspection Period
and furnishes such written evidence or other documentation as required by Seller. At Seller's request and option, Buyer must provide Seller an opportunity to
examine the alleged nonconforming Products without delay or a sample of the alleged non-conforming Products. The Products are in conformity if they do not
deviate from the agreed specification at the lime of passage of title and risk. (b) If Buyer timely notifies Seller of any non-conforming Products, Seller shall, in its
sole discretion, either (i) provide conforming Products 1o replace any such non-conforming Products, or (i) repair or remediate the non-conformity, or (iit) credit
or refund the purchase price for such non-conforming Products, together with any reasonable shipping and handling expenses incurred by Buyer in connection
therewith.

SHALL SELLER BE LIABLE FOR SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, INCIDENTAL, LIQUIDATED, PUNITIVE, OR EXEMPLARY DAMAGES, which could include,
but is not limited to, loss of profits or revenue, loss of use of the Product or any associated product, cost of capital, cost of substitute products, cost of facilities
or services, downtime costs, or claims by Buyer's customers for such damages, whether such damages arise as a result of breach of contract or warranty, a tort
claim {including negligence), or on other grounds.

Seller does not warranty
any portion of Product not manufactured by Seller but Seller shall assign to Buyer, upon request, all assignable warranties of Seller's suppliers related to such
Products.

The bulk samples will be sent to CEl Lab for analysis using Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM),
coupled with dispersion staining as outlined in Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
procedures. PLM is used to identify the type of asbestos mineral present if any. CEl Lab has
obtained accreditation by the National Institute of Standards and Technology under the
National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditation Program.

Testing for Leaded Coatings - Testing for leaded coatings will be performed in general
compliance with the June 1995 HUD guidelines as applicable), the HUD 2012 revisions and the
XRF manufacturer’s information. Based on experience with similar buildings, we estimate that
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approximately 45 to 50 X-Ray-Fluorescence (XRF) test locations will be evaluated. Mr. James
Marsh, an EPA Accredited Lead Risk Assessor, will perform these services.

Report - A report wili be issued explaining the test procedures. Results of our assessment and
sampling will be presented in tabular form. Conclusions and recommendations will be provided
as applicable, based on our findings. Photographic documentation will also be included. The
approximate areal extent of any identified lead-containing paints will be estimated.

1.0 INTRODUCTION

The LaSalle Street Drainage Improvements project requires the repair, replacement and
installation of the main collection system and the construction of a new pump station within
the historic San Marco neighborhood.

The LaSalle Street outfall drainage basin (LaSalle Basin) consists of 149 acres, which
includes both residential and commercial areas. The LaSalle Basin watershed is bordered
by the St. Johns River to the west, Landon Avenue to the South, Nira and Cedar Streets to
the north, and the CSX railroad to the east. Figure 1 below shows the limits of the drainage
basin and the existing stormwater pipe network in a GIS Data map.
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Figure 1 LaSalle Drainage basin and Existing Stormwater Pipe Network GIS Data Map (4Waters, 2020)I

This basin is subject to constant flooding due to the following general factors:

a) Low ground elevations of 1.5 NAVD near the bulkhead

b) Three (3) known City of Jacksonville (City) outfalls and other private outfalls do
not include backflow prevention devices

¢) A number of the existing LaSalle Street basin drainage system pipes are
completely blocked or in poor condition

The low head difference between catch basin inlets and the drainage system tailwater (St
John's River water elevation) causes flooding in the lower areas of the basin during relatively
small storm events that coincide with high tide events. The discharge pipe inverts at LaSalle
Street, River Road North and River Road South outflows are (-)5.17 ft, (-)1.05 ft and (-)0.25
ft, respectively. Since there are no backflow preventers, water from the St. Johns River
enters the LaSalle basin stormwater collection system during high tides. The CCTV survey
of the system conducted between November 28, 2018 and January 19, 2019 showed that
the accumulation of silt and debris has completely blocked the majority of pipes, many
experience severe infiltration, have structural defects and/or in poor condition.

The St. Johns River bulkhead elevation in this basin ranges from 3.43 ft NAVD at LaSalle
Street to 3.84 ft NAVD at River Road North with the Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) 100-year flood elevation for the LaSalle basin being 4 ft NAVD. Therefore,
during a FEMA 100-year flood event, the low lying areas of the LaSalle basin will inundate
both from the St. Johns River overtopping the bulkhead and from water backflowing through
the existing drainage system. The area will retain the flood water upland until the drainage
system can slowly flow back to the St. Johns River.

Scenario 5 of the “LaSalle Street Ouffall Drainage Analysis & Preliminary Design
Alternatives” Report (shown in Figure 2), prepared by Four Waters Engineering Inc.
(4Waters), dated June 22, 2020 (Drainage Analysis Report) was selected as the best
solution to minimize flooding in the basin. The conceptual design by 4Waters included
increasing the existing stormwater collection system pipe diameter up to 60”, the instaliation
of backflow preventers at all outfalls connected to the drainage system and a new
stormwater pump station. The pump station has a proposed total discharge of 112 cfs with
5 pumps (4 duty and 1 standby). The pump station will operate during high tide and large
storm events to reduce the recovery time for the system. Scenario 5 also included a weir
structure in a manhole at the intersection of Landon Ave and Moro Ave to prevent backflow
from the Landon Avenue outfall into the LaSalle Street Basin conveyance system and the
design and construction of the necessary bulkhead modifications to accommodate the
proposed stormwater pumping station force main. The conceptual design from 4Waters was
used as the basis to move the design forward to the 60% design level.

Per the conceptual design the stormwater pump station was originally going to be
constructed on a lot between 936 and 952 LaSalle Street and partially on the 952 lot below
ground. During the 60% design, the City identified the possibility of acquiring lot 936 and it
is currently in negotiations with the owner of the 936 LaSalle lot to purchase this property to
improve the constructability of the pump station and minimize the impacts of construction
and pump station operation to the residents. The 60% design assumed that City acquisition
of this property is proceeding and will not impact scope or schedule of design work outlined
herein. Therefore, the pump station wet well will be located in the 936 LaSalle lot. The

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20 SCOPE OF WORK

The intent of this Scope of Work (SOW) is to advance the Phase | (P1) design from 60% to
a 90% design, 100% design and a final Issued for Construction (IFC) package for the
LaSalle Street drainage improvements.

10 INTRODUCTION

The LaSalle Street Drainage Improvements project requires the repair, replacement and
installation of the main collection system and the construction of a new pump station within

the historic San Marco neighborhood as described in the previous proposals.

The LaSalle Street outfall drainage basin (LaSalle Basin) consists of 149 acres, which
includes both residential and commercial areas. The LaSalle Basin watershed is bordered
by the St. Johns River to the west, Landon Avenue to the South, Nira and Cedar Streets to
the north, and the CSX railroad to the east. Figure 1 below shows the limits of the drainage
basin and the existing stormwater pipe network in a GIS Data map.

The current 60% design includes the following stormwater improvements for the LaSalle
Basin:

1. Increasing the existing stormwater collection system pipe diameter up to 60”.

2. Installation of backflow preventers at all outfalls connected to the gravity drainage
system.

3. A weir structure in a manhole at the intersection of Landon Ave and Moroc Ave.

4. A new stormwater pump station with a total discharge capacity of 112 cfswith 5
pumps (4 duty and 1 standby)

5. Construction of the necessary bulkhead modifications to accommodate the 48"
proposed stormwater pumping station force main.

20 SCOPE OF WORK

The intent of this Scope of Work (SOW)is to conduct the Engineering During Construction
(EDC) of Phase | for the LaSalle Street drainage improvements. Per the City’s request, the
project has been divided into two phases. Phase | includes work to related to the pump
station and associated force main to the outfall at the St. Johns River. Phase | also includes
the storm drainage between the St. Johns River and the pump station site. Phase Il (P2)
includes drainage design for the remainder of scenario #5 drainage for which the design is
currently underway. The proposal for the EDC for Phase Il will be presented in a future

proposal.

2 The Estimate includes all listed equipment through the Addendum 4 drawings. The City should work with their vendor's
to finalize equipment selections, then provide Perry-McCall with the quote and we will purchase it.

3 Equipment counts included are per Perry-McCall's Equipment & Furniture leveling sheets. Typically higher than what is
listed to account for similar room usage.

4 Walk-in Cooler package includes trainings and 2-year maintenance/service of systems.

5 Walk-in Cooler includes warranty period of five years after acceptance of the work that each cold room will furnish the

full range of temperatures specified.

6 Two vending machines in Room 2027 are excluded. Electrical power included in Electrical scope of work.

7 Copiers/Printers throughout project are excluded.

8 Specified Air Science Drying Cabinets designated as CABD04 on the drawings are no longer offered with the automatic
washdown option and the ducting collar option is not compatible with that model. We have included pricing for the FDC-
010-QUAD-A model currently offered.

8 Pricing assumes there is no temperature differential intended between the three joined Refrigerator rooms.

10 Equipment pricing obtained by provided web sites providers are included in today's pricing. Escalated pricing for 2024
was not an option and is excluded.

11 Walkk-in Cooler refrigeration pipe installation is based at up to 50' both horizontally and vertically from the cooler
evaporator coil location to location of condensing unit.
12 Engineering and seismic restraints for walk-in cooler systems are not included,

Roller Shades

1 Any automated solar adaptive control system for motorized window shades is excluded. Battery operated shades are
also excluded.

2 Fascia is not used. Shades will be in a recessed ceiling pocket. Exposed headboxes are excluded.

Elevators

1 TK Elevator is included as the basis of design elevator system and to align with the existing City of Jacksonville
maintenance agreements.

2 The two elevators will be TK 3,500 Ib. passenger elevators to fit the dimension of the designed hoist way.

3 The cab ceiling height will be 7'-8". Door opening will be 3'-6" x 7',

Fire Sprinkler

1 The Estimate includes a fire sprinkler protection system based on an adequate water supply without the use of a fire
pump.

2 Per NFPA requirements, the owner is required to notify the installing contractor if conditions exist that would lead to
{MIC} Microbiological Influenced Corrosion.

3 Corrosion of automatic fire sprinkler systems is a naturally occurring phenomenon. Factors contributing to corrosion
include trapped air, water quality, type of piping material, environment, and maintenance procedures. In certain
situations, accelerated corrosion can occur due to ane or more of these factors.

4 No provisions for a nitrogen generator for the dry system are included.
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Qualifications & Clarifications

Plumbing
1 P300, P301, P302 shows the overflow roof drains adjacent to the primary roof drains at each of six locations around the

building perimeter to tie into the civil storm system. C300 does not appear to show connections for the overflow roof
drains, and we typically see overflow drains daylighting. Decorative trims for daylighting the overflow roof drains are
excluded, and civil storm system connections to the overflow roof drains are excluded.

2 All underground sanitary and storm drain piping within the building is included as schedule 40 PVC. Cast iron or any
specialty materials for underground drain piping are excluded.

3 Twelve (12) flushing rim floor drains have been included in the Autopsy Rooms only. P300, P301, P302 Keyed Note #1
shows a 3" FD-1 with Trap Primer in the autopsy rooms. P01 identifies FD-1 as a round top floor drain with sediment
bucket and trap primer connection.

4 P300 does not appear to show any elevator sump pumps and they are therefore excluded.

HVAC
1 Duct liner is excluded throughout the project. All ducts requiring insulation are included with duct wrap for concealed

areas and unpainted board insulation for exposed areas. Acoustic trealments of HVAC systerns are excluded.

2 A manual gas isolation valve is included at the gas grill in lieu of the motorized valve shown on M300 as controls and
power for a motorized valve do not appear to be shown.

3 M003 shows a positive pressure area in an open space at 2nd Floor Transcript/Records Work Area 2001 and Lobby
2000. As partitions and air devices in this area do not appear to be for positive pressurization, this area is included as

neutral to the surrounding spaces with no specialized controls or devices.
4 M300 and M303 do not appear to show any air conditioning for the elevator shafts, which will house the elevator

equipment since they are machine roomless elevators. Shaft air conditioning is excluded.

5 M304 shows Data Room 2025 to be cooled by CRU-1 and CRU-2 only with 100% recirculation air. MOO3 shows this
room as neutral, however we typically see data rooms slightly positive. No provisions are included for pressurization of
this room.

6 The mechanical sheets appear to show equipment that is not identified with equipment tags. The estimate includes the
following quantities of air terminal units: (75) FTUs, (8) VAVSs, (78) ACVs, (4) FCUs.

7 Underground chilled water piping is included as pre-insulated, schedule 40 carbon steel pipe with HDPE jacket.

8 Ductwork shown as oval has been included in equivalent rectangular sizes due to material availability.

8 VFDs are included as 6-pulse. Harmonic filters are excluded.

10 Stainless steel duct is included for laboratory, bio-lab, autopsy, and process exhaust systems. All other ductwork is
galvanized.

11 There does not appear to be sufficient space in Boiler and Mechanical Room 1057 for the equipment shown with
working clearances. No provisions have been included for modifications to this room or equipment if required.

12 Manufacturer's standard warranties, plus a 1-year service agreement direct with the mechanical and plumbing contractor
are included. The value of the service agreement is included in the estimate at ($100,000), with the understanding that
the cost and scope for the service agreement will be credited to the Owner and the service agreement will be made
directly between the Owner and the mechanical and plumbing contractor,

Electrical

4 The specified switchboard MSB-A & MSB-B and ATS-A & ATS-B are larger than the size indicated on E302 & E238. No
provisions have been made for modifications to the electrical room or equipment to accommodate equipment sizes and
clearances.

2 The POE lighting system has been included with MHT controls per E800 to E821 and light fixtures per E102. The
fixtures and controls systems are understood to be coordinated through the design and no provisions have been made
for additional components for functionalily of the controls and light fixtures.

3 Site telecommunications is included with (2) 2" conduits and string (no fiber/copper) from the new handhole to Data
1063, and (2) 2" conduits from Data 1063 to the traffic signal box handhole across the -85 on-ramp with 18 strand single
mode fiber terminating at the traffic signal box.
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Qualifications & Clarifications

4 Sheets E310 to E327 appear to cover the technology, security, and AV scope in Addendum 04. There were also
Technology sheets TA-000 to TA-112 in the Permit Set that were not re-issued in subsequent Addenda. The TA sheets
are excluded.

5 Generators are included as Cummins 1250kW Tier 2 with a prime rating of 1131kW (1700A continuous). To change the
generators to Caterpillar in lieu of Cummins, add $30,570.

6 The generator bi-fuel system will be field installed by Coastline Power Solutions and is not available directly from the
generator manufacturer and will not have an EPA certificate. Warranties are included for the generator and for the bi-fuel
components, but a single warranty for the complete generator system is not available with the bi-fue! system. A credit
can be provided to delete the bi-fuel option, with a remaining generator run time of ~50 hours on diesel only.

7 Concrete encasement is included for the main site telecommunications conduits where they are open-trenched.
Concrete encasement is excluded for all bored telecommunications raceways and all other underground elfectrical
raceways such as power ductbanks and site lighting and low voltage.

8 POE lighting is included with (1) Cat-6A cable per fixture. Redundant or dual-cabling is excluded, Additional tray is
included where required to fit the project cabling (such as the first floor areas closest to the data room), however
additional trays for future are excluded.

9 POE lighting switches are included from Presidio as 90W UPOE+ Cisco Catalyst 9000 48-port switches per email
direction provided by COJ 05/11/2023. Switch counts have been reduced to (22) based on the 48-ports in lieu of the 24-
port switches shown on the MHT switch schedules.

10 IT equipment is included from Presidio per the Estimate ID YH138895880DR per emait direction provided by COJ
05/11/2023, which is understood to supersede E704 Equipment List Items #27-45, #51-54.

11 Manufacturer's standard warranties, typically one year or as detailed below, plus a 5-year service agreement direct with
the electrical contractor, are included in lieu of 5-year bumper to bumper warranties. The value of the service agreement
is included in the estimate at ($345,000), with the understanding that the cost and scope for the service agreement will
be credited to the Owner and the service agreement will be made directly between the Owner and the electrical
contractor,

12 UPS's are included as (2) 100kVA with 30-minute battery run time. The E704 Equipment List ltem #24 for (8) 100kVA
UPS's is excluded.

13 The security system does not include video storage servers, these are understood to be included in the COJ IT provided
network equipment and server selections. Any additional security system switches and servers are excluded.

14 The fire alarm system is included with Class B wiring per sheet E501, and not Class A per specification 28 4621.11.

Sitework

1 Estimate includes unsuitables excavation & haul off of 3,771 CY.

2 Unsuitable or contaminated soil identification, unforeseen subsurface conditions (including but not limited to rock,
extensive concrete/asphalt etc.), over-excavation, removal, demucking, disposal, remediation, or replacement with
suitable fill above 3,771 CY, or above and beyond what may be outlined in the Geotech Report is excluded.

3 C200 does not show grades from the typical back of curb to the site wall at the East side of the property. We have
included the grade sloping immediately from back of curb at a 4:1 to meet the existing grade, for an even grade (at
existing elevation) on both sides of the security wall.
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4 G300 shows the building storm connections typically at invert elevations of 18.58" to 19.61' which is over 7° below
finished floor. Per plumbing sheets, the storm pipes from roof drains all have risers along the exterior wall, so they do
not need to be this deep for the building piping connections. At the West (plan North) side of the building, the storm
piping is included with minimum cover to minimize depth of excavation along 1-95 at the gravity waill.

5 The Civil plans do not show any development or grading at the future lot. We have included costs to clear, strip, grade
and raise the elevation of the site by one foot.

6 There are existing overhead power and data lines on site and adjacenl to the site that do not appear to be indicated on
the plans.

We have included
for new fill material to be graded around the existing to remain frees to match the grading plan.

2 One year of maintenance is included at {$20,566) with the understanding that the cost and scope for the maintenance
agreement will be credited to the Owner, and the maintenance agreement will be made directly between the Owner and
the landscape contractor. This includes per 42 treatments per year. Services include mowing, edging, blowing, weed
eating, herbicide for plant beds, trimming of shrubs and fertilization of plant tree material two times. Fertilizer for Bahia
included two times. No PC included for Bahia. One time palm trimming.

Fencing

1 We have include all gates per the plans. The sizing of the gates will interfere with the masonry site walls. The architect
will have 10 make changes to the site plan layout.

2 A powder coated steel site fence is included.

3 The drawings have not listed a specific crash test rating for the gates or barrier and is therefore excluded per 32 3136
A1.3B.

4 32 3136 1.6, 2.1, 2.2 - the steel fence will be manufactured by our fencing subcontractor directly.

5 There is not enough clearance for cantilevered gates. Gates are currently V-Track and will require concrete footing/roll
path which are currently not depicted on the drawings. There are multiple gates that will travel past the curbs and impede
into the parking lot when opened. There are not curb cuts currently shown on the drawings.

6 A 6' black vinyl coated chain link fence with (1) 10' wide double swing gate is included around the equipment yard.

7 We've included replacement of the FDOT fencing where required as it interferes with overgrown trees as necessary. Any
FDOT permitting costs are assumed to be by the Owner.

We stated that the contractor must bypass the storm water until the
proposed pipes/structures are installed. Our concern is that the pipe
would be removed or grouted without having the storm water currently
going through that existing pipe accounted for (since the new routing of
the pipe will not be installed prior to building construction), so we wanted
to bring attention to that.

Our as-builts are old (from 1967) but they indicate a 30” RCP. We have
notes for the contractor to field verify the elevations of this pipe at the
tie-in locations, so I can't give accurate invert elevations under the
building. Based on the information I have the estimates would be inverts
of +/- 17.74 where the pipe meets the southern end of the building
footprint and +/- 18.19 where it meets the northeastern side.

The City of Jacksonville’s Chief Resilience Officer is seeking a qualified firm to develop and implement a
city-wide probabilistic compound flood model and real-time forecasting system. The location of the city
along the Atlantic Ocean, Saint John’s River and tributaries, and Intracoastal Waterway, makes
Jacksonville uniquely vulnerable to the impacts of storm events, as evidenced during Hurricane Matthew
in 2016 and Hurricane Irma in 2017. The city is also facing increased flood risks from extreme high tide
events, exacerbated by sea-level rise, and extreme precipitation events, which can lead to localized
stormwater flooding and tributary flooding.

Jacksonville’s flood challenges become even more difficult when one or more of these flooding types
happen simultaneously and when water movements are influenced by wind direction. Climate change is
causing these hydrologic issues to occur more frequently and with more interaction between flood
types. In order for the City of Jacksonville to adequately prepare for current and future flood challenges,
the city needs a model that includes all flooding factors present in the city and produces outcomes that
match the complexity of the city’s hydrologic system.

The City of Jacksonville is seeking a qualified firm to lead the development and implementation of a fully
probabilistic compound flood model and associated flood forecasting system. This model will include
coastal, tidal, pluvial, and fluvial flood conditions, as well as wind factors, integrated into a single model
and will develop a minimum of 10,000 mapped scenarios, giving city officials the most accurate and
dynamic picture of flood risk while making policy and project decisions. Additionally, this scope includes
the development of a real-time forecasting system that will connect NOAA meteorological data to the
compound flood model developed under this contract to provide accurate flood information in advance
