Chairman Kerr called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. at Saint Clair Academy Elementary School at 5443 Moncrief
Road and asked that everyone please sign-in.

Guest Speakers:

Jim Green, Transportation Planner, FDOT, Presented the FDOT Tentative Work Program for 2001/2002 —

2005-/2006 with a handout of projects in the Northwest. The projects included Capacity, Enhancement and Landscaping,
Bridge, Paving, Railroad Crossing, Traffic Signals and Intersection and other projects.

Joni Foster, Program Director, Local Initiative Support Corporation (LISC) gave a PowerPoint Presentation on LISC.
They are a National Not for Profit Organization started in 1979. In 1999 they came to Jacksonville, since then they have
raised $1.3 million along with matching funds. They have a local advisory board with 5 CDC, $300, 000 in grants and
$600,000 in low cost loans. They work only with non-profits with 501.3C. They help to revitalize neighborhoods with the
real estate base. When they show an impact they can engage residents. What does it take? It takes leadership and
opportunity for results towards goals that are feasible and manageable. Their motto is “Building the capacity of local
organizations to take back their community”. Educate, Advocate and taking action are what they do.

Staff Comments:

Joe Miller, Director, Public Works, gave an update on the Better Jacksonville Plan. On December 10" there was a
meeting at the Prime Osborne with the Mayor and Sam Mousa. It had local and national attention with 650 people
attending. They went over the Plan. They had a PowerPoint presentation that detailed the expected dates and jobs that will
be needed. They will be working closely with the FDOT, JTA and JEA to have a cohesive and coherent plan. The timelines
are the Ballpark/2002, Main Library and Arena/2003 and the Courthouse/2005. Coordination will be a great challenge.
They are meeting with Councilman going over work for each district. There will be an impact on the neighborhoods with
drainage projects and road resurfacing. We will need your patience when projects come to your neighborhood.

Lorrie DeFrank, Division Chief, Neighborhood Services, Happy New Year! Thank you to each CPAC member and in
order to have a smooth meeting presented the gavel to the NW CPAC.

Lt. Fuller, JSO, The final statistics for 2000 are not officially out but the figures are almost the same as 1999. The numbers
were the same in violent crimes but burglaries are up. The current indictments hurt with the loss of trust form the
community. The Sheriff is in support of the investigation and appreciates your support during this time. The police sub
station at 210 S. McDuff is open Monday — Friday from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. and you can call 384-8028 for assistance. They can
do the same services that are done downtown at the Police Memorial Building. A question on why the stop station was
closed at Lincoln Villas when there is trouble in that area 1With seniors being bothered was brought up. It was stated





that this question came up at almost all forums. There were 100 COPS positions now only 50. They need to get caught up
with the manpower. They are staffed at 80%. Also a question why Chief Bennett has a sub station in Riverside? A question
if CPAC should write a letter to the Sheriff was made. Discussion will be under new business.

Ken Manual, Duval County School Board, Had to leave fro an emergency. He will give us an update at the next meeting.

Ida Denson, Planning Department, There are 2 hearings: January 19" and 25" for manufactured homes. The homes in the
area are primarily single family. The staff will vote to approve this. Please register to get the notices from the Planning
Department. Kimmons Recycling wants to have a trash transfer in North Riverside. They are aware of the residents
concerns and will bring more information at the next meeting. They are owned by Waste Management and will have to file
for exceptions and Certificate of Need. The date for the hearing on Royal Terrace is still pending.

Valerie Williams, JEDC, They are going through a restructuring and Roslyn Phillips in now the Director of the NW
Business Development. There are 6 different offices: Enterprise Zone, JEDCO, Small Business & Minorities, JRAC, Jax.
Airport and Northwest Trust Fund. There will be 3 public hearings on the Trust Fund in 30-60 days for public comments.
There will be a Trust Fund Advisory Meeting on January 22" at 220 E Bay Street, 14" Floor at 4 p.m.

Mike Miller, JEDC, is working to have a closer link to the neighborhoods not only big corporations. We want to focus on
mom and pop stores and to rehab and develop new business partners. He can be reached at 630-2398. Questions as to what
plans are there to reach the public? They are currently in the planning stages. They will have newspaper and radio as well as
meeting in the neighborhoods. A question on how do you find local businesses was asked? They get referrals from the
Chamber, African Chamber, Small Business Center at Gateway and other businesses. They are creating speaker’s bureau to
get the work out. Last year they had 2500 calls with a team of 3 assisting theses calls or referring them to various
organizations. Are there any statistics to help the NW? They have tracked the number of jobs created and have changed to
the number of new businesses this year (anticipates 12).

¢ North Riverside has made an application against Kimmons Recycling which is due to Tallahassee by tomorrow.
They will be asking City Council for their support. This is a very large trash/transfer plant to serve Georgia to
Tallahassee. North Riverside has had problems with 2423 Edison Avenue, Gas Station. They attended the Code
Board and they gave them another 6 months to fix up the property.

o Please be sure to register with the Code Enforcement Board as well as the Planning Department to be notified as
what is happening in your neighborhood.

e Would like to commend Marilyn Fenton-Harmer for doing a great job and going the extra mile for CPAC and the
neighborhoods.

They
came very close to the asking price. It was lots of hard work and they learned a lot. Congratulations.

Wanda Forest and Elizabeth DeJesus, Jacksonville Urban Area Transportation Study held a workshop on the Long Range
Transportation Plan 2025 Update.

Neighborhood Happenings

Cisco Gardens — 63 cows have been stolen on Pritchard Road. They are worth about $600 each. They are also very concerned
about class size, limiting classes to a certain number and where the funding will come from.

Pickettville Civic — They have been working with Zone 5 on crime concerns specifically discussed at ShAdCo meetings.
Roadwork on Soutel to 4 lanes to Us 1 to 1 —295 will be taking place.

Ribault — Club 904 is trying to open where the old Sparkle Club was. The neighborhood does not want to have this next door
to a daycare. It has not gone before the LUZ Committee and signs have not been posted.

Murray Hill - ShAdCo J has been having a rash of car thefts with joy riders that are dropping the cars off in Zone 5. Please
protect the kids and have a safe Halloween.






Sherwood Forest — Same problems of car thefts however do not leave your keys in your car and be careful. They are working
on sidewalks. They have problems with senior citizens needing home repairs and would like to know if they can be an ICN?
They did make a difference with the Mayor’s Matching Grant on tutoring children.

BLCA — EWC is expanding. There are still lots of drugs, more traffic than usual and working on getting a Community Center.
North Riverside — They are working on the first phase of a 3-part plan on taking Health Survey’s. Students from UNF, EWC,
FAMU are working in the community to get this information. They will be at Lonnie Miller getting health concerns on the ash
sites. They want better health care for residents. The Revitalization Plan has started for the Edison Area and they continue to
fight the crime in the neighborhood.

Robinson’s Addition —Their “Youth Reaching Out” grant from the Paxon Full Service School worked out well. They have
received another grant to continue this program for $1000 from Weed & Seed. They have also put in for a Fun Day Grant for
$4725 and are waiting to hear on that one. They had Paint the Town and 46 homes were done and currently there are 33
applications awaiting rehab. NBA Chance Club for teens may close due to a lack of students attending on a daily basis.
Thomas Jefferson — The nutrition site is free to go to and they have activities such as Bingo and field trips to the Alhambra.
On Nov. 10" at 9am the Mayor’s Walk for Wellness will take place. Call 630-1392 for information.

RAP — They have had a successful RAP tour and schedule especially with the RADO grant. They continue to have problems
with prostitutes as well as Margaret Street being blocked to traffic from the Fuller Warren Bridge, which causes a very
dangerous intersection.

CPAC Bus Sub Committee: Elaine Burnett, Chair wanted to thank the committee: Thomas May, Norman Study, Linda
Moore, Rosa Walker, George Leverett and Diane Kerr.

She gave a power point presentation along
with Mandy. This included a tour of the center and the 4 primary services - T.R.A.C. stands for T-Training R — Resources A —
Assessment C — Counseling and these services are free. The Center has 8900 square feet of space and the room we were in is 2500
square feet and holds 250 people. There are also 2 small conference rooms. Due to the high demand of the center they have started
charging a nominal fee to use the meeting room. Approximately $25 to $75. The CPAC is from the City so we do not have to pay.

Neighborhood Happenings

Lake Park/Lake Forest reported that the Bradham Brooks Library was closed temporarily for revamping. They will be closed on
Sundays until August 5™.

Royal Terrace reported that the streets are torn up for drainage but appears that they are at a stand still. Joe Miller, Director of
Public Works was to check on this. Mr. Miller reported that the entire City will face torn up streets with the Better Jax Plan
resurfacing roads 15 years or older. “Short term pain for long term gain” They also reported that the park needs to be mowed
desperately. This was reported to Parks & Rec. and they said there was a drainage problem and would make sure the grass was cut.
Kinnard Community reported that their neighborhood had been promised drainage for years and were told they would be getting it
months ago. Mr. Miller will check on this. He also said that a neighbor was not complying with Code in keeping up his yard. Frank
Cunningham, Building Code Officer said he would help Mr. Exson.

Cisco Gardens reported that the dump on Old Kings Road is expanding with the 100 acres behind it. The notification has not been
seen in the paper and 2 calls to check on this also occurred. It was also mentioned that the new owner of the 1-295 landfill has an
open door policy and wants to explain what it is doing.

North Riverside reported that Kimmons Waste Management is trying very hard to get a Trash Transfer Station in North Riverside
for the last 4 years. They registered plans for approval. North Riverside and the City contested the environmental safety of some of
the plans. Recently there was a hearing in front of a Magistrate from Tallahassee and are awaiting his decision. They do not have a
Community Center and have been working on getting one. They are also concerned with the drugs, prostitutes and garbage in the
neighborhood.

BLCA reported that Edward Waters College and Load King were in the process of wanting to expand. The Revitalization Plan was
almost complete. They welcome the plan but are not certain how it will turn out.

They hope they will be getting new curbs and gutters with the Better Jax. Plan.

Transportation: Mr. May reported that there would be a public hearing on July 17" and on the 19" on the bus routes. If you need
further information call 630-1903.

Rosa Walker wanted to know who was responsible for picking garbage in front of the Post Office on Main Street.

RAP reported that they have applied for 3 different grants. They are looking for funds to rehab homes. They are taking their
neighborhood back. Everything benefits all of us. When we have problems to share we all become stronger. The NW CPAC has led
the way for the other CPAC’s such as the Bus Tour and now with the opportunity of the NW Visioning. Our Area has been so
successful with 40 neighborhoods coming together to help each other help ourselves. The NW was and is the best!

Stacey Capps wanted information on Ordinance 2001-459 about a Road Frontage Waiver. She lives in the Marietta/

Whitehouse area. The LUZ Committee will meet Tuesday at 5 p.m. to discuss this. Her concern was that tracks of land that were
accepted into Consolidation in 1968 and the 2010 Plan didn’t have to meet the 80 ft or 35 City ft frontage. Former Councilman
Terry Wood said they had worked on this in the past due to families selling off large parcels of land outside of their family and then
there was a problem with road easements. For information on this call Michael Hertzberg at 630-1458. Members asked Ms. Capps
to come back next month to let us know how things turned out. Cisco Gardens invited her to their Aug. 3" Meeting at 7:30 PM
Murray Hill, which is on the border for our CPAC and the SW CPAC, had concerns with some police practices, noise and speeders.
A question about running down animals is it a crime? Yes it is cruelty to animals. Lt. Reddish said that if you were not satisfied with
the way an Officer handled a situation to call the Zone Commander and if you were still not satisfied to call Sheriff Glover. He will
listen and check out the situation.

Lonnie Miller Park will be resurveyed for environmental testing. The renovations will be held up until the results are in.

The SW CPAC Bus Tour will be in part of the NW CPAC District on August 22™ from 8 am until 1:30 PM meeting at Piccadilly.
ShAdCo N Meeting will be on July 17" at 7 PM at Lincoln Villas ShAdCo M will be taking filed trips and has been granted
permission to attend the Sinclair and Waldon trial.

Chairperson Kerr introduced Brenda Kelly who is Councilwoman Yates Assistant. She can be reached at 630-1385. She also
thanked the UNF Nursing Students under the Leadership of Barb Olinzock for attending this meeting and the last meeting in the
torrential rain. The Nursing Students will be assisting with the West Jacksonville Family Health Center’s July 21% Health Fair with
free immunizations.

Staff Comments
Joe Miller, Director, Department of Public Works 630-1665 reported that the Better Jacksonville Plan has a full staff for the
Ballpark and Arena including the Architects, Engineers, Construction and Design Firm with $125 million contract. Groundbreaking
should be in November. The Main Library had orientation for 4 firms with the Design Competition. It is going to be a world class
library. The Courthouse is not as far along yet. There will be a design competition in the fall to stager them for the labor pool. Mr.
Miller said 7 contracts (RFP) 32 firms, 4 grading projects 15 per year staggering them so as not to cause gridlock in the city as well
as NW of the River to Atlantic Coast/APEC — largest in US and FI- Duval Company to the Westside/Arlington/Beaches and the 4"
Area there was a problem and we are currently in court with this company. The Equestrian Center is in the design phase. Some of
the firms are local and from around the nation. He will work to guard our tax dollars. As of today the trolley parking lot is moving
north of Duval Street. The preliminary designs of the Ballpark have kept St. Andrews Church and you should be very proud of this
facility when it’s done. It preserves the history of East Jacksonville. It also leaves an opening for economic development along A.
Phillip Randolph Blvd, near Alltel Stadium, Fairgrounds and the Neighborhood. Mr. Miller said he had the 2™ best job with the
Mayor having the best job. He also has 57 community centers, 220 park projects, and 65 drainage projects. He appreciates
everyone’s patience. Questions about the community centers and the NW parks were asked? He will bring back information next
month on the Community Centers but please contact Debra Igou for that information at 630-3535. Comments were made that the
public meeting for the Main Library was excellent and will there be the same for the Courthouse? The judges, attorneys, clerks and
the need for parking for jurors will be worked on together by all the users of the courthouse. The parking garage will be the first
thing built so there won’t be more problems with parking than already exists.
Marilyn Fenton-Harmer, Neighborhood Services 630-7024 Council Redistricting Meetings will be held in the next 45 days in
each Council District. The Chair wanted to have a Councilperson come to a meeting and show us the map. The public meetings
have to be held by August 7" and our meeting is August 9".

Building Inspection Division — Frank Cunningham, 630-1110 reported that there are 3 types of Building Inspections:
1. Building — Permits for building 2. Zoning — Assisting Code to be sure that Zoning laws are followed 3. Property Safety —
unlicensed construction workers that could possibly rip you off. They could get fines up to $25, 000. In the past 3 months they have
caught 18 unlicensed construction workers and 3 have been sent to the State Attorney’s office. They also work with DART. A
question — Do you need a permit for a fence? No but you need to follow the zoning rules on height restrictions and if you live in a
historically designated neighborhood you need a COA (Certificate of Appropriateness). A concern of fences being left open near
retention ponds came up. Please call 630-CITY (630-2489) to CARE and they will enter the problem. Be sure to get the tracking
number to follow up on the problem. Each department is accountable to the Mayor for responding to these complaints.
Duval County Health Department, Brenda Onfroy 630-3218 reported that the West Jacksonville Family Health Center also has a
Community Room that is available. Please call 359-6871 for information. They are very proud of the Center. There is currently an
Alert on the West Nile Virus that came to NYC in 1999. It skipped Georgia and a case in Monroe County was reported. It is
transmitted by mosquitoes to humans and live stock. It can be fatal. Please be sure to take precautions such as wearing long sleeves,
cover your body and avoid wet areas. They are testing animals and no confirmed cased have been reported in Jacksonville. If you
see a dead bird not killed by road kill please call 630-3246 and they will come out and take care of it. Please do nothing with it and
do not touch it.
Florida Dept. of Transportation, Milton Locklear 360-5686 had nothing to report this month.
Lt. Tim Reddish Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Zone 5, 384-8028 reported that this was his first meeting and wanted to thank you
on behalf of the Sheriff and Assistant Chief Wayne Clark. He encouraged people to join ShAdCo (Sheriff’s Advisory Council).
Zone 5 does have the highest crime numbers in the City so please call the police to let them know what is happening in you r
neighborhood. You live there and the police need your help with solving problems. A question about the man that was stopped with
spikes on the road was asked? The officer had run the plates and dispatch told him at 3 different intervals that the car had a stolen
tag. That’s when they placed the spikes down and stopped the car and frisked the 2 adults. It was then learned that the tag number
was not a Florida tag. It was an unfortunate incident. A question about problems reporting firecrackers that sounded like gun shots
was also mentioned that it took a while to get there. Officer Reddish said that dispatch has a system of priorities: 5 Most Important —
Murder, Rape etc. 4 Not life threatening but will take 5 minutes 3. Cars have broken into to — 30 minutes 2. Gas drive off — 1 hour 1.
Next day — in-service. If you have trouble with an officer ask to speak with a Watch Commander for that Zone. Please call in





problems to the police. The more activity reported the more police will be assigned to your area. They also use these figures for
statistics for grants.

Planning and Development, Ida Denson 630-1901 introduced the new planner for the NW Tammy Toye. Ms. Denson also
reported that if you have been having trouble with AT & T Cable please call CARE as well. The City is trying to document the
problems. The NW Visioning and Master Plan selection process is under way. On Tuesday, July 17" at 10:30 a.m. at City Hall in
the Bid Room on the 3" floor you can view the process. It is open to the public but you can’t ask questions.

Call to Order

Chairman Kerr called the meeting to order at 6:00p.m. at the Small Business Center, 5000-3 Norwood Avenue and
welcomed everyone.

Invocation: Thomas May

Approval of the Meeting Summary
When a quorum was established the meeting summary from the July 12, 2001 meeting was reviewed. A Motion to approve
as written was made by Thomas May and a second by Joseph Anderson. The Vote: All were in favor, none opposed.

Guest Speakers
Denise Bunnewith, FCMPO, Jacksonville Urban Area Transportation Study — presented the process on the 2025

Transportation deficiencies and land use growth. Every 3 years they do a model, which includes information on development,
housing, employment, schools and population along with traffic counts to determine what the deficiencies will be for
transportation. The upcoming phase is the most important one concerning citizen input. They are currently looking to relieve
the deficiencies with alternatives such as highway improvements, transit alternatives or a combination of both. They currently
have 3 alternatives and need our input to come down to 1 for the 2025 Plan. She would like to come back in September and do
a workshop on the plan and get our input. Chairman Kerr asked how long the meeting would be and decided to have a special
meeting in September. We will do a mailing to business and non-attending members inviting them to this and informing them
of the up coming Visioning for the NW CPAC. If a flyer were made she would put it with this letter to promote this meeting.
Ken Stokes, A.P.E.L. (Aids Prevention & Education for Life) at Abyssinia Baptist Church 2360 Kings Road spoke about this
faith based HIV/Aids awareness and prevention program. They conduct on-site HIV anonymous/and confidential testing. They
also have counseling and referral services. Yvonne Wilson, Outreach Manager, goes on the streets to get the word out. It is
very important to get the word out into the African-American Community since they represent 77% of HIV cases in Duval
County. They also have the Title 1 Ryan White Program to help patients get their medication and other needs. A.P.E.L. is
working in zip codes 02, 04, 06, 08 & 09. A question if the school board were working with them to get the children informed?
In Duval County we do not teach this but have an abstinent based program. Also Repairer of Outreach Ministry said they were
working in the Lackawanna Area on Lennox Avenue. Aids/HIV affects all communities. There are grants available to help set
this program up as well as Federal dollars. It was also brought up that a cure is needed and we need to lobby Congress to get
funding for research.

Neighborhood Happenings

Pickettville Civic Club — President Joe Anderson asked for our consideration to write 3 letters on the proposed addition of a
124-acre landfill on Old Kings Road near Soutel, the Trout River and Dinsmore Elementary School. There are 20 to 25
residences in a low-density area but not a place for a dump within the community that finds this objectionable. They would like
letters to the ORC — State, Land Use and Zoning Committee and the City Council President. The final vote will be Oct. 23".
The Planning Committee approved this on May 10", LUZ approved it on May 15" and Councilman Holzendorf approved of it
also. The only chance is at the last 3 meetings. Chairman Kerr will contact Waste Industries — Brian Johnson, Manager
768-5363 to set up a meeting at Pickettville since she has had dealings with them before. She will also contact the
Environmental Attorney as well. The sooner this takes place the more of an impact this will have. A request to table the letter
writing until after the meeting to get all the information was made by the Chair. Questions on if it harms the water and if it






passed DEPA were asked? The answers were not known. CPAC will also be notified of this meeting. Mr. Anderson and the
community can’t let this go by without trying to fight this.

Royal Terrace — Rosa Stephens would like to have the block parties at the parks stopped that are selling alcohol and drugs.
This is a hardship to the community. A Motion to send a letter in support of more diligence in the permitting process was made
by Thomas May and a second by Joseph Anderson. The Vote: All were in favor, none opposed.

Terry Wood — Manger of the Gateway Mall welcomed everyone back to Gateway. He was going to Savannah to see about
their “First Saturday Crafts & Art Show” day on the waterfront. He wants to see if that would be something we could start
here at Gateway Mall with the support of CPAC and the community. Chairman Kerr asked Mr. Wood to come back to the next
meeting and let us know how things went and if it is feasible. This past weekend they hosted a “Back to School Rally” with
NBA Chance, Communities In Schools and various other community partners.

Staff Comments

Department of Public Works, Bill Joyce 630-1324 introduced himself and informed us that Joe Miller is on vacation. Bill
Joyce works in the Engineering Division. This is a new section that supports Parks & Recreation on designs for new projects.
There are 38 Park Projects that are on going. There are public meetings to get input from citizens on how the parks are
designed. CPAC requests a list of the parks that are scheduled for design with anticipated dates on start and completion. A
question on how can you get a park was asked? Joseph Anderson said that he worked with his Councilman (Holzendorf) to get
his park. Once Councilman Holzendorf approved the plan, Pickettville Civic Club had the supply catalog to pick out play
equipment. They met with Parks and Rec. to see what they could get with the allocated funds in their order of priority. A
question on can money allocated for parks be used and taken from one district to another? If you can get that Bill number Bob
Baughman will check on this.

Parks and Recreation, Bob Baughman, Deputy Director of the Parks Department said that the group that was traveling in the
different neighborhoods was an organized group that went from park to park without a permit. The police should be called and
JSO should ask to see the permit and ask them to leave if they don’t have one. Please inform the JSO if you hear of a party at a
park to try and stop them before it happens. Metro Park is available for groups this size. There are certain criteria that must be
met for different size groups. Chairman Kerr said that there was one planned at Mallison Park and JSO had the COPS bus and
officers ready but cars just drove by and the party didn’t happen.

Neighborhood Services, Karen Blutcher, Outreach Manager, introduced herself since this is the first meeting she has attended
due to her having class on Thursday nights. She just graduated with her Masters and will be able to attend. There were 117
neighborhood Grants submitted for a total of $585, 000 but there are only funds for $250,000. The review team will have the
results by the end of August and notices will be sent to everyone who submitted a grant whether they were awarded one or not.
The Neighborhood State Conference will be September 7" and 8" in Orlando. We have a bus that will be leaving Thursday
night at 6 p.m. If you are interested in riding it for free please let Marilyn know, as the seats are limited. The Leadership
Institute will be having their Graduation Ceremony on August 30™ at 6 p.m. at Shands. All are invited. Please mark your
calendar for our Neighborhood Summit on Friday, Nov. 16™.

Duval County Health Department, Brenda Onfroy 630-3218 wanted us to know about the Center for Disease Control is
studying young children on the levels of pesticide in their blood. Children get tested at the Health Centers. Handouts on this
were passed out with local phone numbers as well as the EPA. This was done in conjunction with the Citizens Health Advisory
Board. If you have a questions please call the information number at the Health Department at 630-3300.

Code Enforcement — Steve Middleton reported that they are working lots of weed lots. A question on if a complaint was
supposed to be completed on June 19" on a weed and nuisance problem what is the process? An Inspector goes to the property.
The owner has15 days to do something. The Inspector returns within 15 to 17 days and if nothing is done they take a picture
and turn it in to go for a contractor that will be sent out and a lien placed against the owner. They may also get to go before the
Municipal Code Enforcement Board. Ron Lindsay is the Zone 5 Supervisor. There is a new law on junk vehicles. Be sure to
get a notarized bill of sale so that you will not be stopped from registering your current car. Inspector Steve also explained that
if a car was on the City Right of Way call JSO to tag it. If the junk car is on the owner’s property call 630-CITY for Property
Safety to come and ticket the car.

Florida Dept. of Transportation, Milton Locklear 360-5686 reported that nothing was new this month. A question on how
the Fuller Warren Bridge was coming along?
