1. The meeting was called to order at 4:00 p.m. by Chair Mike Getchell.
2. A quorum was verified 


by Mary Beth Ridderman, Coordinator, Housing and Neighborhoods Department. 
3. Presentation – none scheduled.   
4. Summary of the previous meeting was approved. 
5. Unfinished Business – none.
6. Chair’s Report: Chair Getchell
7. Staff Reports

A.  JSO – Lt. Eason reported:
· Last month during the Sheriff’s bi-weekly crime meeting, Sheriff Rutherford announced crime was down 13 percent in Zone 6. Now crime is down12.2 percent. 
· One robbery to an individual was reported on Lem Turner behind Wendy’s. There is reason to believe the individual has mental health issues and the report may not be valid. No robberies to businesses were reported. The number of reports of the following crimes were down: aggravated battery,  and burglary to residence. Auto thefts are up. Residents along Harts Road have experienced numerous incidents. The cars have been found stripped and abandoned in Zone 5. Cars are being stripped for their catalytic converters. Many of the cars have been Crown Victorias and Buicks. Arrests were made and the arrests seem to have reduced the number of auto burglaries.  Cars have been broken into at the River City Mall. Security cameras show two different people.
· Residents were reminded to lock their cars and not leave bags or valuables visible inside. With the shopping season approaching, remember not to lock items in the trunk and then go back inside the mall or store – criminals are watching. 
· A concern was expressed about retaliatory shootings. Officer Eason said the problem does not exist in Zone 6.

C.  City Council Member’s Reports – Council Assistant Donna Barrow, assistant to Council Member Lumb reported:

·     Each resident of Jacksonville has six Council representatives – don’t hesitate to call.

·    She provided applications for boards and committees and encouraged residents to become involved.

E. Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) –  Thomas Hill reported: 
· Dames Point Bridge Closures are scheduled between 7:30 p.m. and 5:30 a.m. through October 16. An addition will be made to the existing project to repair the South end Mill Cove section, remove an existing non-crash worthy section of concrete median barrier and replace it with a reinforced barrier wall and upgrade approaching outside shoulder guardrails.

· Heckscher Drive 

·  Sisters Creek Bridge is being repainted, The project began on March 1, 2010 and is scheduled to be completed in Fall, 2011.

· Two lanes will be added from Drummond Point to August Drive.

· Replace bridge over Dunn Creek and Broward River. This is a JTA project. Expect periodic lane closures. The Eastbound bridge over Broward River is now open with one lane in each direction. The Dunn Creek bridge is open with single lane traffic each direction while second bridge while second bridge under construction

· New traffic pattern from Eastport Road to August Drive

· Repairs to Clapboard Creek Bridge.  Misener Marine Construction from Tampa was chosen. Combined with I-95 Repair project. Began construction September 6, 2011. Completion is expected Fall, 2012 at a cost of $1.4 million.

· I-95 - repairs will be made to Nassau River Bridge.

· A follow-up from last month - there will be no sidewalks on Highway 301. A bike lane and 5 ‘ shoulder will be constructed in rural areas with a 4’ shoulder in urban areas.
· A public hearing will be held on Oct. 13, 5:30 p.m. to discuss the Tentative Work Program with project budgets in the five year plan.  

F. Municipal Code Compliance – Bruce Chauncey reported:

·  A systematic inspection was completed in Turtle Creek. They are working in Oceanway this week. He invited residents to call 630-CITY if they know of areas that need inspections.
· A concern was expressed that Pulaski Road needs a systematic inspection.

· A concern was expressed that vacant homes are not being maintained.  

· Please report suspected code violations to 630-CITY (630-2489). 

G. Planning and Development –  Shakeeb Shariff reported:

· He missed last month’s meeting due to a work conflict.

· There were no new applications this month.

· The department has an acting director, Mike Sands.

· A moratorium has been proposed on mobility fees. It is in the transmittal phase. 

H. Recreation and Community –  Brian Burket reported:

· The new Fall and Winter Activity Guide is available. 

· He will send an electronic survey to ask about park programs. He needs community input. He will forward the survey to Ms. Ridderman to send to everyone. A resident asked if the survey could be shared with others – yes, please share it with others. 
· Palms Fish Camp – status quo. 
· Sheffield Park – Phase One has begun. 

· Alamacani  the Nor’easter damaged the new floating dock and the JSO Officer’s mobile home was blown off its foundation. 

· Huguenot Park – the Nor’easter caused erosion to the beach road. Access is through the new parking area. They are looking for a long-term solution to repair or move the road. 

· Huguenot Park - camping is still open because funding for security was restored. 
· Bobby Taylor announced he spoke to City Council about the need for security at Huguenot Park. He commended Council Member Holt for advocating to keep funding for security. Residents called and showed up at the Mayor’s Office. The Mayor’s Office said it was a mistake. The park staff had already notified residents that their camping reservations would be cancelled but reservations were restored. 

· A discussion was held about volunteer opportunities. The resident was referred to Volunteer Jax.

The TRUE Commission is developing wording for plans to improve communications between TRUE and city government. The TRUE Commission feels government does not take TRUE seriously.
F. Nominations Subcommittee: Chair Getchell appointed Tommy Ruffin, Mary Thompson and Jennelle Bray. A slate of officers will be announced on Nov. 9. Officers will be elected on Dec. 14.
