During assembly of “B" end stern tube shaft seal discovered that even after tightening the drive clamp ring,
position 4-1 on drawing, the drive clamp ring could easily be turned on shaft / did not clamp tightly to shaft.

This seal is for 6.500” shaft; shaft measured at 6.462-inch.

Recommendation: Additional Split Clamp Ring

Best repair is to renew the drive clamp ring with a new drive clamp ring machined to fit actual shaft size, but a
new clamp ring cannot be supplied by OEM in time to meet launch date. Renewal of drive clamp ring can either
be completed at time of next dry-docking, or completed with a fully split drive clamp ring after vessel launch but
before next dry-docking.

To meet launch date a 0.020-inch shim can be fitted between shaft and drive clamp ring bore. The shim should
be installed with bearing retaining compound such as Loctite 638.

As of 2-17-16, Wartsild Defense can provide a secondary “fully-split” clamp ring which will serve as a secondary
clamp ring. This will be fully split and machined to fit the bearing journal. Cost for this will be § 1,165.00 which
will include expedited costs and 2 Hours to install by Local WDI tech rep before the dock trials.

F. CURRENT SERVICE POPULATION/TARGET POPULATION

Proposals shall be expected to target services to populations that are recognized as
having a high incidence of HIV/AIDS. For incidence rates for Area 4 refer to: Attach-
ment B, AIDS Surveillance Report for September 2014. The AIDS epidemic continues
to severely impact the four counties of Northeast Florida. This area includes Clay, Du-
val, Nassau, and St. Johns Counties. Situated in the upper northeast corner of Florida,
the area is populated by approximately one million people. The epicenter of the AIDS
epidemic in Area 4 is the core City of Jacksonville. Zip codes in Duval County with the
highest concentration of reported AIDS cases are 32202, 04, 06, 08, 09, and 10. Other
population centers include St. Augustine, Green Cove Springs, and Fernandina Beach.

Most Providers of HIV related services in Area 4 are based in Jacksonville and most of
the persons receiving services live in Jacksonville. The estimated HIV/AIDS prevalence
(the number of people living with HIV/AIDS) in the four county area including Clay, Du-
val, Nassau and St. Johns Counties is 6,426 cases. Demographically, AIDS has most
severely impacted gay and bisexual men, IV drug users and their partners, and hetero-
sexual women. The epidemic has also disproportionately impacted minorities in the
TGA with 69% of the reported AIDS cases in the past three years being among African-
Americans and 6% of the cases being among Hispanics. Current reporting patterns re-
inforce this trend with a majority of new HIV and AIDS cases being among African-
Americans.

In reauthorizing the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act, Congress included
language requiring TGAs and States receiving Ryan White funds to set aside funds to
provide services to women, infants, children, and youth in proportion to the percentage
of reported AIDS cases among women, infants, children and youth in a TGA. That per-
centage is 40.33. The definition of women is females aged 25 years and older, infants
as birth through 24 months of age, children as 2 through 12 years of age, and youth as
13 through 24 years of age.

G. CONSUMER ELIGIBILITY

Consumer eligibility for services under this RFP shall be determined on the basis of ver-
ification of HIV infection or verification of being an affected family member of such a
person. Proof of positivity is an Immunoassay (IA) or other State approved confirmatory
test. Non-infected individuals may be appropriate candidates for Ryan White services in
limited situations, but these services shall always have at least indirect benefit to a per-
son with HIV infection.
