1. Does your site offer summer camp?

Ages 6 — 12 years old

3. When does summer camp start?

Camp Starts on June 17" and Ends on July 26" Camps are offered in three (3) two-week sessions: Session 1 June 17 —
June 28, 2024, Session 2* July 1 — July 12, 2024 and Session 3 July 15 — 26, 2024
