An
additional 5,000 Jacksonville residents received assistance during the

WHEREAS: This aid would not be possible without volunteer help. Last year,
41,000 volunteer hours were logged by the Salvation Army of
Northeast Florida; and

WHEREAS: Due to the COVID-19 Pandemic, need has only grown for the services
provided by organizations like the Salvation Army. Many individuals
and families continue to need assistance securing food, housing, and
other comforts; and

WHEREAS: The services provided by the Salvation Army of Northeast Florida
continue to be life-saving.
